Applications to be dealt with at this meeting

1. W/14/00708
Mr. Davies Land North East of Froghall Bungalow, Naunton Road Upton Snodsbury.


Erection of 4 No poultry building together with associated feed bins, control rooms, hard standing and access road and drainage attenuation ponds.

The Parish Council objected to the new application to increase the number of chicken sheds from 2 to 4. 

This new proposal to increase the size of the chicken farm is intensive industrial farming on a massive scale. The proposed 4 chicken sheds will be housing at each cycle one million chickens. This is a totally unsuitable development for a site situated as it is on productive farm land, in between the 3 small hamlets of Upton Snodsbury, Naunton Beauchamp and North Piddle. 

The Environmental Impact

No environmental Assessment has so far been carried out on the proposed land and we now know that there are several endangered wild life species very close to the proposed site. Otters have been videoed on the banks alongside the Piddle brook and there is evidence of otters living in several places close to the proposed site. Rare bats are known to hunt along the banks of the brook and are known to roost near Grafton Mill, again very close to the site. There are several sites in the area where crested newts live that are known to particularly like the clay soil and wet areas around the Piddle brook. 

Surface water impacts/ Groundwater impacts.

These impacts are associated with waste spills, however minor and unplanned, as well as surface runoff and subsurface flow. With four sheds the effect of surface run off of water can only be increased and even with an extra pond to cope with drainage this water will eventual drain into the Piddle brook. Impacts associated with pathogens and nitrates in drinking water may cause underlying groundwater to become unsuitable for human consumption. 

Air/atmosphere impacts.

With the increase in number of chickens being housed there is bound to be an increase in the flow of pollutants escaping through the vents into the atmosphere. Impacts include those on human health caused by ammonia, hydrogen sulphide, other odour-causing compounds, and particulates, and contribution to global warming due to carbon dioxide and nitrous oxide emissions from the production process and other related activities such as feed production and transport of finished products. The impact for residents of Naunton Beauchamp will be significant and unpleasant with the regularly disbursement of noxious smells.

Increased traffic on roads leading to and away from the site
The  increase in heavy lorries using the relatively quiet roads of the Pinvin to  Upton Snodsbury road and the road past Moor End Barn onto the A422  will be significant not only from the size of the lorries but the frequency of traffic. 

Waste Disposal

 The waste of such a large operation i.e. at least  one million chickens involving not only the chickens’ waste products but also  the bedding and cleaning is immense. Waste will contaminate the surrounding land with high concentrations of nitrogen and ammonia which will eventually leak into the Piddle Brook destroying wildlife, fish life and, when the Piddle brook over flows after heavy rain onto the flood plains.

Contamination of Tourist Area

Naunton Beauchamp and the surrounding area is part of Wychavon scenic routes, for example the Blossom Trail. Local businesses such as holiday lets will be adversely affected by the unsightly presence of a giant factory farm on the approaches to the village totally changing the rural nature of our village and its environs which are a designated conservation area.
