The Leisure Centre at Wychavon is now being run by Hydro Power following the completion of the project at the Pershore site. It has taken several years for this project to come to fruition. The project has been driven by the landowner who has water extraction rights to generate and supply electricity by harnessing the power of the River Avon which runs parallel to the leisure centre.  This project has been supported by the local council, the town and Wychavon Leisure.
