Report from Philip Coulson Worcestershire Footpaths

Worcestershire County Council’s footpath officer has inspected on two occasions The footpath from the church through the land owned by Church View cottage and both times found the surface to be in a good condition and suitable for its public use. The Church has agreed to the removal of the hoops from the kissing gate, this will enable the owner of Church Cottage easier access to his property. 
The path is categorised as a "C" route" which are normally rural paths which are commonly un-surfaced and largely run though open countryside as you would expect from a typical PROW, A and B routes would typically have much higher levels of (public) use and are commonly in urban areas or a key routes within the network such as the Worcestershire Way.
