1. Apologies: Apologies had been received from Cllr M. Yarnold. 
2. Declarations of Interest: There were none.

3. Minutes: It was agreed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the 12th May 2016 were a true and accurate record.

4. District and County Councillors reports
Cllr Tucker reported that First Buses had indicated that they would look favourably on the request to extend the local bus route to the roundabout by the glasshouses. If this was agreed, then the change would be registered by the end of June. On planning matters, she confirmed that the Blacksmiths Lane site did appear on the SWDP. 
HGVs parked on land by the roundabout: Cllr Tucker had spoken to a Highways officer who had gone to look and would check the regulations. Some of the lorries were SORN’ed and others required the Gloucester records to be checked. Cllr Tucker would make further enquiries to see if licences were required. There was some surprise that a SORN would be acceptable for an HGV at the site. 
She reported that the person or organisation with responsibility for the overgrowing laurel hedge was still to be ascertained. 
5. Progress reports





a) Playing Field: The person who had enquired after the cricket pitch had been invited to a meeting to assess the pitch – he would consult his team and get back in touch. 
b) Play area: Quotes had been obtained for replacement swing seats but confirmation was awaited from RoSPA on whether they would be required as the defects did not appear on the recent inspection report. 
c) Mowing: The grasscutters would be asked to start cutting the newly seeded area which had been left to allow the grass to establish. 
d) PACT: The next meeting would take place on the 29th June.  



e) Flood / Drainage: Nothing further to report at present. 



f) Footpaths: The path to the main road was still overgrown. 


g) Village Hall:  Cllr A. Jeanes reported that the May meeting had been cancelled. The next meeting (which would be the AGM) was on the 9th June.  


h) Neighbourhood Watch: Nothing to report. 
i) Landfill Site:  Cllr Betteridge reported that the next meeting was on the 11th June. The Hartlebury incinerator would be fired up for the first time in October and would run on test until the New Year, with the official opening in February 2017. The use of the Lower Moor landfill site and corresponding lorry movements to the site were expected to reduce.  

j) Lengthsman: Nothing to report.   
k) New Homes Bonus: Nothing to report.  
l) Hill & Moor Facebook page: Details of meetings and Field Day had been posted to the page.  
m) Newsletter: The next newsletter would contain items concerning developments with the bus service, the Parish Games and a reminder of the Facebook page.   
6. Planning
a) New planning applications:

· W/16/00779/PN:   Land off Blacksmith Lane, Lower Moor


Proposal: Residential development of 11 dwellings, including associated access, garaging and landscaping 
The Council resolved to request an extension to the response deadline and consider the application at its next meeting. 

· W/16/00845/OU:  Land off Chestnut Close, Lower Moor 
Proposal: Outline application for the provision of 5 residential units, inclusive of affordable housing, with all matters reserved 
It was noted that the Council had not objected to the application for 11 houses at the site but had had concerns over the drainage and possibility for further extension of the site. The Council resolved to submit similar comments and Cllr Betteridge would put together a response. 
· W/16/01011/PP:   Avonbrook, Lower Moor


Proposal: Detached double garage. Bay window to replace existing garage door and bay windows to front elevation.

The Council had no comment on this application. 

b) Wychavon District Council Decisions:  

W/16/00708/PN
Warren Brook, Bridge Street, Lower Moor

Proposal: Proposed dormer house. Variation of conditions 6 and 8 of planning permission W/14/01746/PN to substitute the use of block paviors with stone chippings on the driveway

Decision: Approved

c) Planning Correspondence and Information: There was none. 
7. To discuss the hire of a skip to clear rubbish from the field and container: Cllr Jeanes reported that the cheapest skip he could find would cost £138 and in view of this, and the proximity to the landfill site, the waste could instead be loaded into rubble sacks and transported to the tip. It was agreed not to proceed with the skip order at this time. 


8. To review the trial bus service:  The Council welcomed the update from Cllr Tucker on the extension to the bus service and would await confirmation that this could go ahead. It was confirmed that all County Council subsidies for bus services were allocated elsewhere and Cllr Tucker noted that for any extra investment it would really needed evidence to be produced demonstrating that enough people needed and would use the service.  

9. To discuss arrangements and volunteers for Field Day: Cllr Saunders reported that as the barbecue and mobile bar were missing, it would not be possible to serve food from the field so it would now be served from the corner of the pub. The voucher book was being printed and had made £130. It was agreed to send a reminder email to parishioners about the event. Volunteers would be required to help put up gazebos and set up the field on the day, and logistics for charging for games would also need to be finalised.

12. Clerk’s report: It was reported that Section 106 funds relating to two recent applications was as follows: for the application for 5 houses there would be £5,434 for ‘built leisure’ and £8,500 for formal sport and for the development for 11 houses there would be £11,642 for built leisure and £18,700 for formal sport. The Clerk asked for ideas for suitable projects for the S106 monies and agreed to circulate some outline ideas. 
Community Asset application – the Council decided that this would be passed on to Cllr Yarnold on his return. 

13. Councillors’ reports and items for future agenda: Cllr P. Jeanes reported that the mower had been listed for sale on Ebay. For the next agenda, items for discussion would include an update on the situation with the bus, the outcome of Field Day and the result of the Ebay mower auction. 
14. Date of next meeting:  Thursday 7th July 2016
Public Questions
A parishioner spoke about the proposed development in Blacksmiths Lane and considered that the lane was too narrow and the drainage of insufficient capacity for the additional houses. 

Parishioners talked about the ongoing difficulties with the bus service. Some parishioners were still unaware of the temporary bus service and those that did had reservations about travelling to Evesham in case they couldn’t get back again. It was suggested that the bus travel down Salters Lane which would make it more accessible to residents of Lower Moor. Cllr Tucker would make enquiries into the feasibility of this. She had hoped that the temporary bus service would prove itself within the three-month trial but because of teething troubles this hadn’t happened. More on the bus service is minuted at item 4.
