1 To consider apologies and to approve reasons for absence – County Cllr Sutton.  Cllr Williams.                               Reasons approved.

2
Declarations of Interest:  Cllr Addis is putting in an application for works on an oak tree with a TPO on it, there is a dangerous bow which requires attention.  Clerk said Parish Council are not consulted on tree work. Cllr Watkins declared an interest in item 8, Cllr Watkins attends these meetings as tenant of the land.

Minutes – to consider the approval of the minutes of the meeting held on 13 July 2016.  Approval of the Minutes for proposed by Cllr Halling, seconded by Cllr Talbot, unanimously agreed.
4
Chairman’s and Councillors’ Reports


Cllr Michael reported Cllr Raine from MHDC had completed his 160 mile walk of the district and had stopped at the Rose and Crown when passing through our parish.               

Cllr Harrison reported he had discussed with MHDC why the Taverners End application had been refused, this was primarily due to the area of land previously the pub carpark being outside the settlement boundary.  If the parish council wish to see this land “tidied up” and developed in some way they would have to consider asking MHDC to change the settlement boundary to incorporate this land.

Cllr Harrison had forwarded all the complaints he has received regarding the fires etc at The Old School House, MHDC are taking action to stop this.


Cllr Harrison has started to review the Croome Court multi use track and has some reservations regarding this and urged the Parish Council to give this application much consideration.


In some areas of this ward there have been issues with bin collections.  This is due to the amount of waste and recycling disposed of by residents, on occasions the lorries can’t cope with the quantity. 
Clerk’s Report - General Admin of correspondence emails etc.  Minutes of last meeting.  Councilors/Clerk’s detailed added to Parish Magazine.  Complaints re School House activity reported to District Councillor.  Letter sent to MHDC regarding Stonnall Close green space situation. Chased several times.  Awaiting reply.  Further discussions with residents regarding this.  Letter sent to National Trust regarding contribution towards Vehicle Activated Sign for High Green, chased, reply received stating a £1,000 pledge towards the cost. Clifton Railings painting contractor contacted, job completed, very good job done.  New contract for street lighting electricity agreed with NPower.  Clerk discussing Croome Areodrome with WCC/MHDC to see who can operate on there.  Information from WCC on fibre optic Broadband now live in Severn Stoke circulated to residents.  Highways Issues  Area by railings in Clifton reported to WCC Highways for them to come and remove higher branches and clear railings.  Pothole/subsidence areas again reported on Madge Hill, repaired by WCC.  Pavement at Kinnersley turn/A38 junction replaced, only a small section, Clerk emailed Cllr Sutton to ensure this was correct amount done.  Lengthsman  VAS rota continued, been in Cilfton now in Severn Stoke.  Extension pole for VAS use obtained from WCC, Clerk delivered to Lengthsman.  Madge Hill pavement to Stoke Gardens cleared following hedge cutting by WCC. Work done on first elevated section.

Tarmac Liaison Meeting update

Clerk and Cllr Hanmer attended as PC representatives.  An update on the restoration so far was given.  Despite a dry summer they have not completed works yet.  The proposed start at the eastern side were discussed.  Tarmac will inform Liaison Group when this is imminent so we can advise residents etc.  Dates for two meetings next year discussed, March and September. 
9
Traffic calming/speeding issues in High Green 

Clerk has received a reply from NT regarding a donation towards a solar/wind powered Vehicle Activated Sign for High Green.  They have pledged £1000 towards this.  Council will write a letter asking if any residents wish to make a donation towards this.  Much consideration by residents must be given to the Croome Court planning application as this could impact further on traffic through the village.  Clerk will continue to find additional funding.

Traffic calming/speeding issues in Severn Stoke and Clifton


The Vehicle Activated sign has been in Clifton and is now in Severn Stoke.  Speed enforcement is still be carried out in Severn Stoke as far as we know, last seen approximately 2 months ago.  A flashing sign will be considered for both Clifton and Severn Stoke if funding can be found towards half of the cost with the Parish Council hoping to fund half of the cost.

Painting of posts at Clifton


Mr Bird has made a very good job of these.  The railings are much more prominent.  Clerk will send letter of thanks with the cheque.

Maintenance of Persimmon Homes land at Stonnall Close


Letter circulated to all Councillors and residents and sent to MHDC on 8th August.  Despite Clerk chasing on numerous occasions no response received.  Residents have consulted a Solicitor; Clerk will advise residents to pursue this.

Consider paying for the repair of the Church Clock at St Denys’ Church

Clerk had received a letter from the Parochial Church Council of St Denys Church asking the Parish Council to consider reimbursing them for the cost of £180 for a repair to a fault on the church clock.  A discussion took place and finally a vote was proposed.  Cllrs voted, but not unanimously, it was agreed to reimburse the invoice but to advise that the Parish Council may not be able to support the full cost the service this year.  Some Councillors feel as we already donate £500 to the upkeep of the Churchyard annually and the servicing of the Clock in December is usually £230, that this is enough money budgeted to the Church.

Consider a contribution towards the Notice Board for the Parish Hall and ordering this


Clerk had been contacted by Chairman of Parish Hall regarding the proposed notice board for the Parish Hall.  The VAT element of the quotation was approximately £150.  The Parish Council were asked to consider paying the invoice in order to claim back the VAT.  Unfortunately, this would not be possible as the Parish Hall Notice Board would not be an asset of the Parish Council’s, would not be on our Assets Register (insured by us) and this would not comply with the audit requirements or requirements for claiming back VAT.  Cllr Male gave information regarding the funds the Parish Hall currently has and it was not felt at this time that a donation be given towards this.  The Parish Hall committee are receiving a donation of £400 towards this from the Scout and Guide Movement in memory of Mrs Nora Skeys who has a long association with Severn Stoke.  Clerk will inform Chairman of Parish Hall committee.  
15
Review of Financial Regulations and other statutory documents


Clerk has altered the latest set of Financial Regulations available from CALC.  Cllrs Hodson and Talbot have reviewed, Clerk will meet with them both once she has attended course on 4th October regarding statutory documents.  Clerk advised that new Standing Orders, Delegated Powers document and any other statutory documents required by the PC should be updated and included on the next agenda.

Report from the Parish Hall Committee


Cllr Male gave an update on the recent Parish Hall meeting.  The Fun Day had raised £900.  A new NPower contract has been agreed for the power supplied to the hall.  Maintenance work had been done in the main hall.  The village hall funds stand at around £4800 and £6800 in their two accounts.  Council asked Cllr Male to raise concerns regarding the main door into the hall. 
17
Councillors’ comments and items for future agendas



Cllr Addis asked Clerk to again report deterioration of The Lodge to MHDC.  Cllr Harrison will look into 
this, Clerk will advise him of a planning application number relevant to this property.


Cllr Male mentioned BT manhole.  Clerk has got details from Broadband lady re who to contact.
