Notes of Public question time 
Liz Holpin Secretary of WPAG  informed the Parish Council that they had heard from the  Environment Agency on Friday 4th March 2016 that a draft decision to approve an Environmental Permit for 250,000 broiler chickens housed in four broiler sheds at Frogmore Farm (Kinsey Hern/F C Jones & Co). 

At present there for this particular site there is no planning permission, which is required before any development could commence. To our knowledge no application for Planning Permission for building the sheds to house the broiler chickens at this site has been lodged with Wychavon District Council to date. 

We have a month during which time we can review the draft documents and ask the Environment Agency any questions that we might have. These comments and questions would be taken into account by the EA before they make their final decision. The consultation period will end on 4th April 2016.

The EA will be holding drop-in sessions to answer your questions and this will probably take place at Upton Snodsbury Village Hall; members of the public will be informed of the date of the drop in session and details on how to respond to the draft decision.
