Proposal:
Erection of 35no. dwellings, garages and associated works.
Decision:     

Badsey Parish Council unanimously objects to this application for the following reasons:
· In 2013, the two applications on this site for 2x 11houses (22) were not in the SWDP and this further application for an increase of 13 houses is also not in SWDP.

· Increase of over half as much again as the original applications on the same footprint means the site is cramped and too dense.

· The traffic report has data from 2009. This is not a true reflection of the vehicular activity on the B4035. Badsey, itself, has had an increase of over 100 houses since that date at Banks Road, 52 Bretforton Road, Badsey Road, Stone Pippin Orchard and Fothersway Close with all vehicles using/will use this already busy road. This does not take into account the developments at Bretforton, Honeybourne, The Littletons and Offenham that travel along this stretch of road in both directions. Our previous objections requested an up to date traffic survey but there is no evidence that one has been carried out.
· The issues with sewerage at this site remain the same as in previous applications. Land drainage issues in Badsey Brook at the rear of Bretforton Road were reported to Land Drainage, Wychavon earlier in the year, addition development will add to the already evident issues.

· There is still no evidence of sustainability and that the huge increase in housing numbers in Badsey is required. 

· There is no longer a footpath of 2metres wide to service this development.

Badsey Parish Council has serious concerns about the details of this development for the following reasons:
· The density of housing on this development is too cramped, too many houses in a small footprint.

· Access is proposed through the Aldington Lodge development meaning that 120 houses will be serviced by a narrow lane, The Parks and then immediately onto B4510. Although the limit has now been reduced to 40mph, the right turn is just at the bottom of a hill and the approaching 30mph sign is not visible thus traffic would have to stop quickly for turning traffic. The access point is too close to Offenham Road giving drivers not enough time to slow and turn into development(s).
