Cllr Whitehurst highlighted several medium risk items on the report, with reference to fencing of the water course at last months meeting the report states ‘Adjacent water course well fenced’ the council asked the clerk to write to Severn Trent and ask them to inspect access to the water course.

Cllr Lewis had meet Mr T Jones of Wychavon to discuss the flooding at Windmill Hill.  The clerk was asked to write to Mr Jones to discover why this problem would not be addressed by Wychavon.  The clerk to write to Seven Trent and advise that raw sewage flows onto the road after heavy rain from a manhole cover between Station Close and Windmill Lane on the B4084 at Windmill Hill.

f) Village Hall Management Committee.
The new committee was working well and Cllr Callaghan will be resigning, the council will need to elect a member to this committee.  The clerk to book the Village hall for future meetings. 
g) County Councillor.
Cllr Adam was glad to be re-elected and advised that the structure of the Cabinet had changed due to an increase in Conservative seats.  Ten Cabinet members had been appointed where there were previously seven.  He advised the council that Disability Badges were now available from Wychavon ands that there was an appeals procedure.   The County was committed to working with the district in several areas which would save millions of pounds.
h) District Councillor.
The development of housing on the garage site in Stoulton has been approved.    The consultation process of the Regional Spatial Strategy taking place in Wolverhampton has now finished. We await the Inspector's conclusions in the New Year.  The South Worcestershire Joint Core Strategy preparations continue though the issues seem to be changing regularly. The completion of the Worcester by pass needs to be reassessed in the light of a safety study which has imposed a weight limit of 7.5 tons on Holt Fleet Bridge in Worcester. The industrial development site at Junction six of M5 has still not been decided since Bosch have still not put in a planning application.   The district is preparing its budget strategy for the next 5 years. The aim will be to get more services for less money. Over the period there will be redundancies and annual pay increases will have to disappear to meet the realities of the national and local economic situation.
