Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed MUGA.            

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Warfield and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 9th May 2016 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that following the election of Mr Campion as the Police and Crime Commissioner he had stood down from his cabinet post. Worcestershire had indicated that the county should not become part of the proposed West Midlands region. The overall effect of the changes to Local Government finance was not clear, with a proposal that all business rates should be retained but with added responsibilities.
District Councillors’ report: Cllr Chambers reported that Worcester City had withdrawn from the review of waste services. The review of planning services was being assessed by both members and officers. It is proposed that Brunel House should be sold / leased following the move of planning services into the Council House. 

Matters arising from the minutes of the 9th May 2016:  
Vicarage Green: The school football team was congratulated. It is planned that the footpath work should be completed week ending 11th June.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver reported that all the stone had been placed in low areas around gates etc. Mrs Carver was thanked for her hard work improving the village rights of way.
Highways: Mr Wedd reported that the new VAS site needed some tree pruning to improve visibility. The clerk to provide the address of the tree owner. The new parking restrictions had been installed in the vicinity of the school.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that a leaking valve had been identified. Mr Steel to replace the faulty valve and submit any costs involved for payment.
Anti Social Behaviour: No reports
Village Hall: It is proposed to refurbish the small kitchen.
Broadheath Common: An email was read concerning grass being cut on the common edge in Laylocks Lane and parking on the common. The clerk to seek further information about the cars and to advise the Lord of the Manor.
To discuss proposals for sports facilities / MUGA:
Mr Wedd took the chair for this item.

It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved to obtain a drainage and junction survey for the proposed MUGA at a cost of approximately £2,600. It was necessary to put in a planning application for the proposals. A public meeting would be arranged towards the end of July to assess views on the scheme.
Suspension of Standing Orders:
Mr. P Johnson of Crown Meadow raised concerns regarding the amount and speed of traffic using Bell Lane, Martley Road and Hallow Lane, especially during the morning and evening rush hour times. Also, some of the motorists were overtaking at dangerous spots where there was limited visibility. The Chairman said this issue had been raised many times over several years with the Highways Dept, especially bearing in mind the increased traffic that would result from the extra housing in the area.  Mr. Wedd offered to provide information re traffic counts from the VAS and other sources he had access to and suggested that Mr. Johnson wrote to the Chief Constable.  Cll Grove agreed to take up the issue at County Hall.
