The minutes of the meeting held on 30 July 2009 had been previously circulated for approval by Members. No amendments were necessary and after being put to the vote it was resolved that the minutes be approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record. 

   6/09/09 Planning: 
	The owners of the property at Top Of The Hill, Wyre Hill, Wyre Piddle, had asked to address the Council on their new planning application that had been placed before the District Council. A presentation regarding the application was given concerning extensions to rear of property to provide additional accommodation. Together with landscaping works and refurbishment of existing pavement crossover.

Councillors studied the plans and asked questions as to the planned future use of the property.
Objections had been made by the owners of neighbouring properties

In that they felt that the rear extension will extend the house way beyond the existing building line of all other properties in the local area causing overshadowing to adjacent homes. 

There was also a concern that the plans show that the ground floor front left room is described as a 'consulting room'. This would indicate that the premises may be used as a place of work. This would also have significant implications for adjacent property and the local road infrastructure. 

The Parish Council resolved to review the revised plans and report back to the District Council following their deliberations.
