Councillor Chambers referred to his concerns that the National Planning Policy Framework is being interpreted to the effect that, notwithstanding that a proposed residential development site is not included within the SWDP, Malvern Hills District Council as Planning Authority is still required to give full consideration to the benefits of such a development in meeting housing needs. Nevertheless, since the SWDP had been formally adopted the Planning Inspectorate had upheld at appeal a number of refusals by the District Council in respect of housing applications.

M.H.D.C. is holding its Sports Awards on 14th July and is looking to reform a Youth Council.


Councillor Godwin stated that M.H.D.C. is in negotiation for a large number of solar panel and solar farm applications.


Councillor Phil Grove is helping Bumblebees (Pre-school child care in Broadwas) retain its licence in order to continue its business.


The £750 offer for speed improvement measures (min entry 16/083) will only be available this financial year.


Caring for 685 people with dementia across the county is very costly and Phil mentioned that anyone interested in becoming a ‘dementia friend’ could attend a one-day course on 17th Jul at County Council offices.

There has been no negative impact regarding Brexit on the Carrington bridge £70m improvement.


The new Police Crime commissioner is John Campion, who is also a County Councillor at Wyre Forrest and District Councillor.

                        Mr & Mrs Matthews, Mount Flirt, Sedgemoor, Broadwas WR6 5NS for’ construction of a 3 bay garage with adjoining car port and 1st floor storage space received on 9th July 2016.
                        Plans were available to view on line and the Parish Council considered and made a decision to recommend approval together with an appropriate caveat endorsing the Planning Consultant’s undertaking that ‘the proposed development will not be used for any other use than ancillary to the existing dwelling house’

a) Treasurer’s Report.
A copy had been circulated and all payments agreed by Councillors present.
b) Clerk’s Report. Main problems/results:
Throughout June, Highways Dept. and Severn Trent Water had been on site outside Scatterbrook Orchard on three separate occasions, clearing out a silted up pipe and a sewage pipe after requests to attend from the Parish Council and neighbours. Work is now complete, however, the proof of the repair will only be tested when we experience the next down pour.
A drain by Greenfields stables on the A44 has been elevated and re-positioned.

c)  Public Land Officer’s Report. 
All litter collected and disposed of, however, bags full of dog excrement are being placed in the re-cycling bin. An appropriate sign will be placed there as a reminder.

Weeds are encroaching on to the track’s surface and spraying has been done but the unsettled weather has not provided an appropriate amount of dry conditions to be best effective.
