· The Chairman and clerk met with Heather Peachey to discuss accessing s106 monies for the enhancement of the play area.  Heather was very supportive and would be happy to consider proposals; she suggested that we supply surveys, plans, costing and an ongoing maintenance programme.

Village Inspection
· Cllr Moran and the clerk undertook a walk around the village to look for areas that may need attention.  The wall alongside the PROW to the rear of the churchyard has been reported to the PCC as requiring some attention.  There is some garden fly tipping in the recreation ground and some overgrown shrubbery hanging over pavements.  Various locations have been reported to WCC highways. Cllr Moran will photograph pavement areas which require attention and will be forwarded to highways.  The village garden is in good order but one of the trees has died leaving only 4 remaining.  Maurice Parkinson has done a good job spraying the weeds on the roadside and verges but there is an area in Ferry Lane where the hedge is overgrown and this has been reported to Westland Nurseries.  The area to the rear of the bungalows in Ferry Lane is untidy with rubbish being discarded but there does seem to be less dog waste evident on the footpaths.
