Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs Faiers and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 6th June 2016 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that following the last meeting he had followed up the speeding issues in Bell Lane raised by Mr Johnson. Following a survey an additional VAS post could be erected in Bell Lane approaching Martley Road. Mr Wedd advised Cllr Grove that the parish council would welcome the proposed additional VAS location. There was industrial action proposed at the Chase High school on 5th June. Cllr Grove was advised that the grass verge needed to be cut in Bell Lane from Green Hedges to the Martley Road.
District Councillors’ report: No report.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 6th June 2016:  
Vicarage Green: A request had been received from Chris Batchelor with regard to the use of the Vicarage Green football pitch for training an under 11’s team between 6.00 and 7.00pm on Tuesday and Thursday evenings. The clerk to invite Mr Batchelor asking him to attend the next meeting on 5th September to discuss the proposals.
Mr Steel reported that the path on Vicarage Green and the spur to the Church had been completed. The clerk to contact Mike Beard about the proposed gate into the churchyard.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver reported that the paths were generally in good condition despite the vigorous growth of nettles. Mr Steel reported that there was a difficult step up onto the road on the PROW which joined Martley Road opposite to the Hallow Lane junction. Mrs Carver would see if some stone could be laid to address the problem.
Highways: The provision of an additional VAS post in Bell Lane had been discussed (see County Councillor’s report)
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that there were 2 plots which needed attention. The clerk to write to the owners reminding them of the agreement.
Anti Social Behaviour: No reports
Defibrillators: It was agreed that the clerk would purchase a defibrillator and cabinet. The location and other details would be agreed at the September meeting.
Village Hall: No report
Broadheath Common: The Lord of the Manor is hoping to arrange for the sale of the common grass.
To discuss proposals for sports facilities / MUGA:
Mr Wedd reported that there had been delays in the production of reports. It was now hoped to include information in the forthcoming newsletter about the proposals. Villagers would be asked whether they supported the proposals and a public meeting would be held when the details required for the planning application was available.
Suspension of Standing Orders:
There was concern about the MUGA proposals and the location. Mr Wedd explained that without the support of the village the proposals would not go forward.
