Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed sports facility.         

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 4th July 2016 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that exam results had in general been good although there was some concern about Key Stage 2. Broadheath School however had performed well at KS2. Cllr Grove was pleased to report the significant increase in Foster parents being approved and the consequent successful fostering of children. A bid for funds had been made to widen (to dual carriageway) the A4440 from Powick to the Ketch roundabout.
District Councillors’ report: In the absence of Worcester City, Malvern Hills and Wychavon District Councils are looking to outsource the waste collection service. 17th October is the Parish Council Conference where MHDC would welcome comments on the current 5 year plan and how it could be improved.Cllr Melanie Baker has been appointed the new police and crime commissioner’s “ambassador” and so would be pleased to take up any police / crime issues.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 4th July 2016:  
Vicarage Green: The councillors were pleased to note the use of Vicarage Green by 2 junior teams for training. The only issue appeared to be the presence of dog dirt which is an ongoing concern.
Mr Wedd reported that there was some deterioration of the soft play surface.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs Carver reported that she had received a complaint about litter on the path between Jacomb Road and Peachley Lane. She had removed 8 bags of rubbish from this path. The chairman asked for the council’s appreciation of Mrs Carver’s work to be recorded. It was suggested a dog bin be placed at the Peachley Lane end of this footpath. The clerk to ask the lengthsman to include the new litter bin on Scarlet Pippin Orchard on his schedule for emptying.
Highways: It had not been possible to locate an additional VAS post in Bell Lane.

Allotments: No report.
Anti Social Behaviour: No report
Defibrillators: The clerk advised that an application for a grant towards 2 defibrillators from BHF had been approved. Training equipment had already been received. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved to pay £800 to BHF as a contribution towards 2 defibrillators. The council would need to purchase 2 cabinets and provide power supplies to them to ensure the equipment is dry and fully charged.
Village Hall: Mrs Beard advised that the refurbished kitchen had been completed and the new boiler had been installed.
Broadheath Common: It was agreed not to proceed with cutting the scrub on the common edge for the time being.
Bell Lane, Speeding Issues: Concerns had been raised about traffic speeds in the village in general and in Bell Lane in particular. The police, “Community Speed Watch” scheme was discussed and it was agreed that the parish council would support a group formed to carry out speed monitoring. Mr Pete Johnson agreed to act as coordinator for the group and to have his contact details on the notice board and in the village newsletter.
To discuss proposals for sports facilities / MUGA:
Mr Wedd reported that he was still awaiting a decision from County Highways on the proposal. A letter had been received from Mr Wheeler concerning a range of alternative sports provision. The suggestions were welcomed.
Suspension of Standing Orders:
The district councillors were questioned about their support for a planning application in Frenchlands Lane.
