Cllr Grove was happy to announce that 27 more foster carers have been approved and over 1000 foster placements have been found. 


Work started on 28th July for phase 4 of the Powick to Ketch islands on the A4440. The £70m funding is almost in place.


Re-cycling has levelled out at a rate of 43%


Community Speed Watch (CSW). A co-ordinated scheme by the police and Safer Roads Partnership, enabling local people to take an active role in road safety and make their community safer. Its aim is to encourage motorists to drive at a safe and appropriate speed, reduce speed in areas of concern and address concerns from local residents about cars speeding through their neighbourhood. Details for interested parties will be advertised throughout both villages.

District Councillors Chambers and Godwin reported that they will be liaising with Dean Kinsella very soon regarding the ‘Notts planning application’ 16/00415/OUT. 

Brunel House in Malvern will hopefully be let by January 1st 2017 and with all departments amalgamated into the Council offices they are already seeing a small improvement in planning administration.

Ms. Melanie Baker has been appointed Police and Crime Commission Ambassador for Worcester. This is a voluntary role.


The next Town and Parish Conference will take place on 10th October, its main subject, the 5year plan.

Correspondence
1. The A.G.M. for the Nora Parsons day centre will be held on 21st September. There were no offers by Councillors to attend.
2.  A reply had been received from the Chief Executive of Malvern Hills District Council to the Parish Council’s letter of 15 June 2016 regarding the Berryfields Close development. The District Council had accepted the Parish Council’s request for a meeting and it was agreed that the Clerk would make the necessary arrangements. The meeting would be open to all Parish Councillors who wish to attend – although it will probably take place during normal office hours which will limit availability.
3. Following Cllr. Guest’s successful attempt to highlight a potential flooding area on the main A44 in Cotheridge earlier in the year, Paul Green, Land Drainage Inspector from South Worcestershire Land Drainage Partnership has contacted the land owner, who is happy to arrange for works to be undertaken to improve drainage. Together with Highways Dept., Paul is hopeful that work should be completed around October time.

Hill Top

Work started on 14.7.2016 for the removal of rubbish by the land owner. This exercise took almost a week but was halted when the contractor was prevented by third parties in trying to remove a wooden structure. On 27.7.16 several large boulders were deposited at the entrance by the contractor/land owner, in order to block off the site but unfortunately within a few days these had been removed by third parties.

An email from the land owner received on 2nd September 2016 states that due to illness he is unable to continue with enforcement procedures and suggests the Parish Council liaise with M.H.D.C. to consider a way forward.

Public Participation.
Councillors were asked for an update on the progress of planning application 16/00415/OUT (Notts field). There had been no updates either at Parish or District level. It is yet to be determined if this application will be presented for consideration to MHDC Planning Committee or be determined by delegated powers.

Fortis Homes has advised us that following little interest from their initial advertising, of the 3 affordable houses built on Berryfield Close, 1 has been agreed for rental and 1 application has been received for a shared ownership property. 
Building work has been started by Piper Homes at the site at the rear of the Royal Oak, planning application number…….

Residents enquired as to the ownership of the private road this development will serve, could it be adopted by the County Council? Other concerns about the build were highlighted and Cllrs. Guest and White agreed to visit the site and report their findings back to Council.
Fly tipping containing asbestos material on the A44 has still not been removed since its first reporting to MHDC over 5 weeks ago. The Streetscene team inform us that quotes for its removal have been sought and the rubbish will be removed as soon as the contractors can agree a time.

New Dwelling rear of Scatterbrook Cottage, Broadwas, Worcestershire 16/00328

The Parish Council has considered the application and recommend refusal for the following reasons:

The proposed property is significantly larger than the existing permission and will have a detrimental impact on both the village and neighbouring properties.

Removal of hipped roofs and replacement with large windows is not in keeping with the architectural feel of the village. The property is very visible not only from neighbouring properties but also as you drive along the A44.

Due to introduction of large windows increased balconies the overlooking and dominance of the property is greatly increased.

The impact of the new design on Scatterbrook Cottage will be overbearing.

The ridge height of the proposed property is considerably higher than the previous permission.

Trees shown on the plans of this property have already been removed

Existing screening to A44 elevation is not shown on new plans and would be required to remain these were shown as remaining in outline application.

New entrance gateway and wing walls block flood plain of stream which will cause flooding to adjacent property, a new culvert was installed by Local Authority some years ago to help alleviate flooding to this area and the new entrance will restrict flow to the culvert. 17.8.2016 

Amended application received for response by 27.8.2016. Reply 5.9.2016 
The Parish Council re-iterates its previous comments relating to the original application.

There is local concern as to the possible overbearance of the development on the surrounding

area. The Parish Council endorse this concern and emphasise the need to restrict the

overall height as previously approved.

16/00335/FUL 24.3.2016 Simpson Estates, Little Lightwood Farm, Cotheridge,

WR6 5LT for ‘Retention of earth bund’. 16.5.2016 Reply ‘Recommend APPROVAL’

15/00708/OUT. 13.7.2015. Mr. Peter Burgoyne, Field Ridge ,Bromyard Road, Cotheridge WR6 5LP for:

Outline application with all matters reserved except details of access, for the erection of B1/B8 development at Field Ridge following demolition of existing buildings and restoration of land at Upper Howsen Farm.Response: The Parish Council does not regard the statement of ‘demolition of existing buildings and restoration of land at Upper Howsen Farm’ relevant in any respect to this application therefore our original comments remain valid. This will be ratified at the next PC meeting on 14.9.2015. 7.3.2016 Appeal notification received APP/J1860/W/3144990. Reply 1.4.2016 ‘Broadwas & Cotheridge Parish Council reiterate the irrelevance of the previous Upper Howsen Farm consent 15/00708/OUT and therefore submit that the subsequent appeal has no substance. We also reinforce our concerns regarding the probable aggravation of the existing flooding problem on the A44. This combined with the likelihood of this site spreading northward to join the industrial site at Lightwood Lane, strengthens our overall opinion that this appeal should be rejected’.

16.5.2016 Notification of Appeal Hearing for 15/00708/OUT on 14.6.2016 10.00am at the Council House, Malvern. Ref APP/J1860/W/16/3144990.

15/00621CLE  Mr & Mrs R D Rogers for an Application for a Lawful Development Certificate for an existing use of the buildings and land (not included in planning permission 04/01714/FUL) granted Nov 2014 for B2(General Industrial) use at Little Lightwood Farm, Lightwood Lane, Cotheridge WR6 5LT. RESPONSE The Parish Council is not satisfied with the completeness and accuracy of the information in the Statutory Declaration. It finds it questionable that D&L Contractors (now in receivership/voluntary liquidation) were carrying on a business with a B2 classification without consent. During the last 12 months, the Parish Council has received numerous complaints relating to this business including noise, air and light pollution and site traffic. If this Certificate of Lawfulness would result in a resurgence of these problems, then a refusal would be our recommendation.
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
