Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed sports facility.         

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 5th September 2016 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that funding was likely to be of the order of £323 million for 2017 / 2018, with the 3 largest budgets being, Adult Social Care (£133 million), Children’s Services and Education (£77 million) and Highways and Transportation (£65 million). A recent survey had identified traffic congestion as a major public concern. With the winter approaching salt stocks were good. Mr Wedd reported that the footway in Bell Lane was in need of attention from The Dewdrop to the Martley Road. Cllr Grove agreed to report this for inclusion in a works programme.
District Councillors’ report: Comments were still welcome on the proposed 5 year plan and how it could be improved. There are proposals to house all district council staff at the Council House. This will involve the demolition of Priory Lodge Hall. Large savings would result from the proposals.

Vicarage Green: No report
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  In her absence Mrs Carver reported that footpaths were generally in good condition. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Bass and resolved to purchase a metal dog waste bin at a cost £187.98 excluding VAT plus erection, the bin to be located at the Peachley Lane end of the alley from Jacomb Road.
Highways: Mr Wedd reported that the new bus stop should be completed shortly.
Allotments: No report.              Anti Social Behaviour: No report
Defibrillators: It was agreed that the clerk would write to the village stores and the hall committee advising of the proposed defibrillators, seeking agreement for their installation.
Village Hall: Mrs Beard advised that the refurbished kitchen had been completed and the new boiler had been installed.
Broadheath Common: Mr Wedd advised that the Lord of the Manor was taking up the issue of a dangerous tree with MHDC.
Bell Lane, Speeding Issues: The formation of a Community Speed watch group was progressing. An article would be included in the village newsletter.
To consider the casual vacancy: Following the resignation of Mr Neil Griffiths it was agreed to advertise the vacancy.
