It was reported that a telephone call had been received from Tony 


Byrne at WCC to say the wall in Finstall Road was being inspected and 

he would also check on the 'listed wall' status of this wall.  The Clerk 

was asked to get an up to date report from him for the next meeting.

Cllr Clifford reported that the footpath leading from Walnut Lane to the Rugby 
Club is in a very bad state and the barbed wire is now very dangerous.  It was 
agreed as Mac MacDonald is not very well to report this directly to Patrick 
White at WCC. Resolved.


Cllr Clifford also pointed out that the footpath sign had been removed at the 
end of the footpath which comes onto Finstall Road by No. 78 and needed 
repositioning again at the end of the path. Resolved.

Cllr Hewer asked everyone to  have a look in the Church yard which was now 
in full bloom and also reported that the children from Rigby Hall School are 
going to be working there over Easter.  He also mentioned what a mess some 
of the verges are looking in Finstall Road.  It was agreed that this had been 
investigated thoroughly on previous occasions and there did not appear to be 
anything we could do about it. Noted.

It was reported that the 30mph sign in Heydon Road had been turned round 
90 degrees.  This was to be reported to Highways. Resolved.

Cllr Spencer reported that the brick wall near the bridge on Alcester Road was 
bulging quite badly and could potentially be quite dangerous to pedestrians.  It 
was agreed to write to the resident concerned. Resolved.

It was reported that a resident had spoken to a water board official who was 
testing the water in Walnut Lane and had been told it was not spring water but 
that there must be a leak somewhere.  Cllr Spencer agreed to talk to Rachel 
MacIntosh about this problem. Resolved.
There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 20.45.
