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The Minutes of  Saleway Parish Council

Held at Himbleton Parish Hall

On September 28th 2016, at 7:30pm

1. Apologies/Non Attendance:  Cllr Mr J Townsend (did not attend)

2. Declarations of Interest : Register of Interests: Councillors were reminded of the need to update their register of interests – none were recorded.
3. Minutes of last meeting held on May 24th 2016, were approved and signed as an accurate representation of the meeting.
4. Matters arising/Progress Reports 

a. Footpaths Cllr Boaz presented a map detailing sites for kissing gates and way markers being installed to improve access for walkers, he confirmed that this work has begun. Cllr Boaz has been in discussion with Patrick White, Footpath Officer, WCC.  Cllr Boaz suggested that once works are completed a circular walk could be created for the benefit of the community. It was agreed that this should be an agenda item for November.
b. Junction Visibility. Clerk asked Cllr Miller for update relating to request from John Geary for installation of a mirror at junction of Hadzor Lane and Middle Lane. A discussion took place in relation to hedge cutting/mirror installation. It was agreed that Cllr Miller will visit the Gaudet Luce Golf Club with a Highways Engineer and report back.
5. The meeting was adjourned for Public Question Time, notes of which are appended to these minutes

6. Crime Report – none available at the meeting. Clerk to contact police to request report for future meetings and attendance at Annual Meeting.
7. Parish Lengthsman – Cllr Barlow advised that at Trench Lane, Oddingley there is an issue with overgrown hedging between the canal bridge and t-junction. It was agreed that Cllr Barlow is to approach the owner of the boat yard to discuss and report back to Cllr Rowley.
8. Telephone Boxes – Clerk presented the Agreement from Wychavon District Council for the purchase of 3no. telephone kiosks situated in Hadzor, Earls Common and Sale Green for signature by Cllr’s Rendle and Boaz. Clerk to scan documents for Cllr’s Clamp and Barlow, and return signed copies to Wychavon. It was agreed that Cllr Barlow is to present ideas for the future use of the kiosks at the November meeting.
9. Notice Boards – Cllr Barlow advised that the 7no. parish notice boards need replacing due to their poor condition. Cllr Miller advised that he has previous experience of sourcing notice boards and agreed to report back to the November meeting in terms of design, cost, security etc.
10. Parking at school – Clerk presented an email from Mrs Burton, the Headmistress of Himbleton CE First School outlining the schools stance on the subject. It was agreed that Cllr Rendle would arrange to visit Mrs Burton in the first instance. Cllr Miller is to liaise with Keiran Hemstock, Senior Traffic Management Engineer and report back.
11. Neighbourhood Plan – Cllr Barlow proposed that the Council should revisit previous discussions on this subject so that a conclusion can be reached. It was agreed that Cllr Barlow will present the facts for the Council to consider at Novembers meeting.
