6. Progress Reports 
a. NHBS/Land purchase  - Chair advised that he has not yet had a conversation in relation to this matter. Action - Chair to follow up.
b. S106 monies - Clerk advised of the response from Heather Peachey that funds are still available. A discussion was had in relation to the land by the bridge in Himbleton.  Action - Clerk to query whether the funds can be spent outside of Huddington. Also Clerk to check with CALC re. liabilities of Council if it should purchase open land, re. insurance, etc.
c. Notice boards -  As a result of monies available (see item 5.f above) it was agreed that work on the procurement of the "wood" notice boards should go ahead.  Cllr Miller has previously offered £1,500 towards the costs too. Action - Clerk to look into options and costs.
d. Telephone Kiosks  Action - Clerk to contact Liz Barlow to establish an update on the information she had collated.

e. Blockage at bottom of Stoney Lane - Cllr Keel to meet with relevant highways/drainage representative and feedback. Action - Cllr Keel. 
f. Keepers Cottage, Sale Green - Cllr Rowley advised that apparently this construction meets the definition of "caravan".
g. Trench Wood Footpath Sign- Cllr Rowley reported no feedback as yet.

h. Footbridge between Church and Manor - Cllr Rowley reported no feedback as yet.
i. Transparency Code Funding Application -  Clerk was pleased to report that the application had been approved and that funds would be forthcoming very soon. This funding will cover: Laptop, software, printer/scanner, and website, including the staff hours that Clerk will spend setting up the website. Action - Clerk to explore hardware, etc.
j. Church Lane/Harrow Lane parking. Action - Chair to speak to residents.
k. Defibrillator - Cllr Miller confirmed that the defibrillator has been delivered. It costs approx £26 per year to run.  Training is available, at a cost, once defib has been sited. Also it is possible that other grants may be available. Action - Clerk to email Mrs George of the Village Hall Committee to discuss it's potential siting at the Hall.
7. District and County Councillors’ Report: 
Cllr Rowley reported that the stretch of M5 that has undergone extensive work is now fully operational with four lanes. Therefore residents may notice an increase in noise levels. If it is above a certain level residents are entitled to additional insulation. It is preferable however that the acoustic barrier blocks the noise level sufficiently. Action - Cllr Miller asked if there are complainants could Cllr Rowley give him a list.
Cllr Miller advised that the Highways team have been out locally marking the roads with orange paint where repair is required - i.e. pot holes etc.
Clerk reminded Cllr Miller that the Village Hall sign is still not in place. Action - Cllr Miller to follow up again. 

8. Parish Councillors Reports: 

· Cllr Boaz advised that in Huddington Lane the Highways team have done a great job, but unfortunately haven't worked on the ditch that actually causes the problem. It causes an accumulation of water at the bottom. Action: Cllr Miller to visit with Rob Adams.
· Cllr Boaz raised a complaint that walkers are straying from footpaths with dogs, etc. he expressed a concern for nature.  Cllr Rowley suggested that a message to walkers is included on the Circular Walk Map that is being created. Action: Cllr Rowley to consider whether any other signage may be available to make walkers more aware and relevant wording for Map
· Cllr Rothero commented that she was thankful that the markers on the bend in Oddingley had been repaired.
· Cllr Rothero highlighted a concern with bikers/walkers and their use of Trench Wood. The view of the Council was that as this is private land, it was not within the Council's remit.
9. Parish Lengthsman – the Lengthsman was not in attendance. Clerk advised that an advert has been placed with CALC for a replacement Lengthsman. Cllr Miller gave Clerk the contact details of a Lengthsman that may be interested in the vacancy. Action - Clerk to contact. 
10. Correspondence – Clerk presented:
a. Superfast broadband - Clerk read out an email from Worcestershire County Council in relation to the Superfast connections within the area. 
11. Crime Report – no report received for this meeting. Cllr Miller advised that there are now 5 more officers at Droitwich, so hopefully in future we may have a representative to attend meetings occasionally.

12.  Planning – Clerk presented an updated spreadsheet of Planning Applications for discussion. See Appendix 5
