Meeting opened at 7:32pm

1. Apologies:  none  
                            
2. Declarations of Interest : Register of Interests: Councillors were reminded of the need to update their register of interests – none were recorded.
There were no questions and therefore the meeting was not adjourned for Public Question Time.
3. Minutes of last meeting held on May 24th 2017, were approved by all and signed by Chair as an accurate representation of the meeting.
4. Co-option of Councillors

Prior to the meeting Clerk had circulated applications from Mr A. Knight to 
represent Himbleton and Mr D. Jenkins to represent Oddingley ward. Both 
applicants were given opportunity to address the Council with any comments 
they would like to make.

Councillors unanimously agreed to co-opt both Mr Knight and Mr Jenkins.


Declarations of Office and Register Of Interest documents were duly


completed, signed and returned to Clerk.





Action: Clerk to forward to Monitoring Officer






5. Progress Reports 
a. Replacement of Clerk - Chair advised the meeting that Clerk has agreed to remain in post until the end of the financial year as no replacement has been found. Chair informed the Council, that to date Clerk has been only receiving payment for 2hrs work per week, the national guidelines set by CALC is 6hrs. Chair suggested that 5hrs would be fair. Clerk agreed. Proposed - Chair, Seconded Cllr R Keel.
b. NHBS/Land purchase  - Chair advised that he has spoken to the agent, now waiting for a response. Chair recommended that the Councillors give consideration to the land and the purpose of any purchase. It was agreed that a separate discussion is needed to air opinions further. Action - Chair to follow up with the Agent and Cllrs to consider reason for purchase. Separate meeting to be set up.
c. S106 monies - Clerk advised that Heather Peachey has confirmed that funds are still available, but the funds cannot be transferred to Himbleton. It was felt strongly that as the Parish consists of several wards that are represented by one authority and so this ruling should not apply. There is no land available in Huddington for purpose. Action - MR to further query this ruling with Heather Peachey and feedback to Council..

d. Notice boards - (i) Clerk presented options for purchase of notice-boards. Coucillors agreed previously that £3,600 should be earmarked reserves for Notice boards (see minute 17/9 5.f). WCC has kindly made a contribution of £1,500 (see minutes 17/10 6.c) this gives a total budget of £5,100. 6no. double notice boards of aluminium construction are to be purchased, as per Option 3 presented. Proposed Cllr Rothero and Seconded Cllr Clamp. (ii) Clerk presented an instruction for HSBC Bank to transfer £3,600 from deposit account to current account to enable payment for noticeboards, as and when applicable. This instruction was signed by signatories Cllrs Rendle and Boaz. Action - Clerk to place order and explore any discounts available.
e. Telephone Kiosks - Cllr Rothero had received an update from Liz Barlow on the 'audit' of kiosks undertaken earlier this year. Cllr Clamp advised that the Hadzor kiosk has been vandalised. Chair commented that he would contact someone locally who potentially could do some of the  refurbishment work. It was agreed that a budget of £200 could be allocated initially for some refurb materials etc. Proposed Cllr Rothero, Seconded Cllr Boaz.  Action: Chair to speak to "Trevor", Cllr Rothero to cost up some refurb materials.

f. Blockage at bottom of Stoney Lane - Cllr Keel advised that he has spoken to WCC there is a new contact dealing with Highways issues. Action - Cllr Keel to continue to follow through with WCC and meet with Chair to identify exact location.. 

g. Trench Wood Footpath Sign- Action : Cllr Rowley to meet with Cllr Rothero to visit the site.

h. Footbridge between Church and Manor - Cllr Rowley was advised by Cllrs, that the issue is the washing away of gravel and an exposed 5" step, not easy to walk on and means that there is no disabled access, potentially needs a tarmac ramp  - Action: Cllr Rowley to follow up.
i. Transparency Code Funding Application -  Clerk presented a detailed summary of the funding received via CALC and a breakdown of how the money can be utilised. It will cover purchase of; laptop, scanner, software, internet access, and website build, including the staff hours that Clerk will spend setting up the website. The Council approved the items for purchase and cheques were raised as appropriate (see Finance below). Action - Clerk to source items as agreed.
j. Church Lane/Harrow Lane parking. Action - Chair to speak to residents.
k. Village Hall sign - this has now been installed. Cllr Miller was pleased to hear that the Parish Council were in receipt of a letter of thanks. Clerk read out the letter.
l. Defibrillator - Clerk advised that Mrs George had been emailed as per previous minutes. Clerk read out a letter from Village Hall Committee stating that in their opinion the Galton Arms would be a more central location for the defibrillator, but they are not opposed to it being sited at the Village Hall as long as the PC bear all costs. Councillors discussed the location, and again it was felt that the logical site (as with the majority of other villages) would be the Village Hall. Cllr Miller confirmed that free training is available for anyone interested once defib has been sited. Action - Clerk to email Mrs George of the Village Hall Committee to arrange for defibrillator to be sited there, Chair will instruct an electrician to complete the work.
m. Huddington Lane Ditch Work - Cllr Boaz reiterated the issue. Action : Cllr Keel and Cllr Miller to visit the location and Cllr Miller to arrange repair.
n. Concerns re. Walkers Straying - Cllr Boaz confirmed that there are still concerns in this regard - there have been incidences of wire-cutting since the previous meeting too. Cllr Miller suggested that a video-cam could be deployed. To meet legislation, a note would need to placed in the Parish Magazine stating that this measure is being taken. Action: Cllr Rowley and Cllr Boaz to "walk the problems". Cllr Miller to source a video-cam. Clerk to contact local Parish Magazine to have a statement published. 
6. District and County Councillors’ Report: 
Cllr Rowley reported that the new Headmaster at Himbleton First School has agreed to enter conversations with the Cricket Club in relation to car parking. It is hoped that a solution can be reached.
Cllr Miller highlighted an initiative that WCC are implementing to reduce fuel poverty. It now is possible for the public to assess whether purchasing their electricity via WCC could save them money. 
Cllr Miller also advised that WCC need to achieve £30m savings in order to fund the rising costs of social care, particularly children in Local Authority care. It is likely that the 2018/19 will see a raise in council tax to provide funding.  
7. Parish Councillors Reports: 

· Cllr Keel said that the parking at school is an on-going concern within the village, and that the decision relating to yellow lines is eagerly awaited. Cllr Keel also reported that a tree branch is down by the bridge. Action : Cllr Jenkins was asked to forward this information to the Cricket Club for actioning. 
· Chair suggested that a NHBS application be completed for the Cricket Club to repair the Gentleman's toilets and to install a new Cricket Score Board. Action: Clerk to complete an application for NHBS funding. 
· A water leak was reported part way up Neight Hill. Action: Cllr Keel to report via WCC website.
· A new/replacement salt bin is urgently needed on Neight Hill. Action: When Keiran visits HImbleton to investigate issues with parking at school, Cllr Miller is to ask him to identify a safe location for a new/replacement salt bin to be provided.
8. Parish Lengthsman – Robin Warner attended the meeting as a member of the public. This gave opportunity for members of the Council to meet Robin.  Clerk advised the Council that Robin is willing to fulfill the duties of Lengthsman for Saleway, he already works as a Lengthsman at a rate of £12 per hour, which is the current market rate. The Council members agreed that Robin should be remunerated at £12 per hour. Proposed Cllr Clamp, Seconded Cllr Rendle. There followed discussion relating to the forthcoming winter months and the need for salt etc. There are currently stocks of salt available for Robin's use at Cllrs Rendle and Boaz's properties. Actions: Clerk to advise Robin re. future training course and to arrange for parish map that can be marked up with relevant information, Cllr Miller to obtain a "man at work" sign.
9. Correspondence – due to time constraints it was agreed that Clerk will forward by email the items of correspondence.
10. Crime Report – the following crime report was received from PCSO Katie Hearnden-Fellows;  (i) THEFT  This  took place between 19:00 on TUESDAY  26-SEP-2017 and 07:00 on WEDNESDAY 27-SEP-2017 in HADZOR, DROITWICH, WORCESTERSHIRE. The circumstances of this report are as follows. The scene is land at Middle Lane.  The victim owns a container lock up at this location and has stored old scrap metal. Between 1900hrs 260917 – 0700hrs 270917 an unknown suspect has attended the location and stolen a copper cylinder and a tonne bag full of scrap copper. (ii)  CRIMINAL DAMAGE  This took place between 16:00 on SUNDAY  03-SEP-2017 and 16:00 on MONDAY  04-SEP-2017 in TRENCH LANE, ODDINGLEY, DROITWICH, WORCS. During times stated, offender(s) unknown have walked into field at said location which forms part of a Trench Wood Shooting range. They've then walked over to a secure pen housing a large number of pheasants. By means unknown, they've forced the door on the pen to gain entry and have left this open. It is unclear if they've stolen any pheasants or did this maliciously to free them. The victim states they thankfully recovered the majority of them. (iii) BURGLARY  This  took place between 23:30 on FRIDAY  01-SEP-2017 and 08:30 on SATURDAY  02-SEP-2017 in TRENCH LANE, ODDINGLEY, DROITWICH, WORCS. Overnight Person(s)  have made their way into IP's garden via a field onto which IP's garden backs as the grass has been flattened. Offenders have forced open the door of wooden shed and stolen seven bikes from within.
11. Finance  - Clerk advised the Council that the External Audit is now complete and all public notices are displayed on the WCC website to meet the transparency code compliance.  Clerk presented a Financial Summary for September 2017. The following payments were presented for approval:
