Minutes of  Saleway Parish Council
Held at Himbleton Parish Hall

On November 29th 2017, at 7:30pm

Present : Cllr Mr S Rendle (Chair), Cllr Mr J Boaz (Vice-Chair), Cllr Mr P Clamp, Cllr Mr R Keel, Cllr Mrs S Rothero, Cllr Mr A Knight, Cllr Mr D Jenkins

Meeting opened at 7:30pm

1. Apologies:  none  
                            
2. Declarations of Interest : Register of Interests: Councillors were reminded of the need to update their register of interests – none were recorded.
3. Minutes of last meeting held on September 27th 2017, were approved by all and signed by Chair as an accurate representation of the meeting.
4. Progress Reports 
a. NHBS/land purchase – discussions included various suggestions as to how the land may be dedicated to current owner, a plaque could be appointed, etc. Also the potential future use was debated; tidying/clearing the area to make it attractive, adding a bench, a gate, making it a starting point for a circular walk, etc.  Cllr Rowley suggested that the Heritage Department could give advice too. Cllr Boaz queried the value of the land. Action – No Councillor in disagreement, so Chair to follow up with the Agent.
b. S106 monies – Cllr Rowley advised that Heather Peachey has confirmed that funds are only to be used within Huddington. Cllr Rowley also advised that an area of land within Trench Wood is available.
Cllr Boaz asked if when the new noticeboard in Huddington is in situ if part of the board could be used to give an account of local history and wildlife etc. Action – for future consideration.
c. Notice boards - (i) Clerk confirmed that the new boards are to be delivered on December 4th to Cllr Rendle’s property for storage. Action - Cllr Keel and Rendle are to organise installation of boards in the New Year.
d. Telephone Kiosks - Cllr Rothero updated the meeting on refurbishment costs, estimating that £629 should suffice for the 3no. kiosks. Cllr Clamp has begun the refurb of the Hadzor kiosk. Cllr Rothero reported that residents have expressed an interest in the kiosks. Action: Cllr Rothero to create a poster asking for help from residents. Clerk to put a notice in Bowbrook News. Agreed that £629 could be allocated to the refurbishment. Proposed Cllr Clamp, Seconded Cllr Keel. 
e. Blockage at bottom of Stoney Lane - Action - Cllr Keel to follow through with WCC and meet with Chair to identify exact location.. 

f. Trench Wood Footpath Sign- Cllr Rowley advised that the landowner has put up a sign and no further action required.
g. Footbridge between Church and Manor - Cllr Rowley has visited the site and could not see a problem. Advised by Cllrs that the issue is the washing away of gravel and an exposed 5" step, not easy to walk on and means that there is no disabled access, potentially needs a tarmac ramp  - Action: Cllr Rowley to report.
h. Defibrillator – Chair advised that arrangements have been made to install the defibrillator at the Galton Arms in the next few weeks. Cllr Miller confirmed that free training is available for anyone interested once defib has been sited. Action - Clerk to contact Ambulance Service for code, once Chair confirms that installation is complete.
i. Huddington Lane Ditch Work - Cllr Boaz reiterated the issue. Action : Cllr Miller to follow up.
j. Concerns re. Walkers Straying – Clerk read out a statement for the Bowbrook News in relation to CCTV. Action - Cllrs Boaz, Rowley and Miller to meet to discuss location for CCTV. Clerk to make amendment to statement and resubmit to Bowbrook News.
k. NHBS/Cricket Club – Clerk confirmed that following an initial query to start an application for the Cricket Club, she received an invitation for Chair and Clerk to attend a meeting with Wychavon DC to discuss. At this point in time an application is not yet in process. Cllr Rowley has been asked to attend the meeting too. Action – Meeting to be set up with Wychavon DC.
l. Grit Bin, Neight Hill – a map was marked with the location. Action - Cllr Miller to source bin.
m. Parish Council Website – Clerk confirmed that the website construction is underway, and should “go live” in January 2018.
At this point the meeting was adjourned for Public Question Time, notes are appended to these minutes.

Following Public Questions, the meeting resumed:
5. District and County Councillors’ Report: 
Cllr Rowley reported that an approval notice has not yet been issued for the Harrow Road Development. This is due to there being conditions that must be met first. Action – Cllr Knight to liaise with a fellow resident and compose a letter to Worcester Regulatory Service, on behalf of Parish Council.
Cllr Miller advised that the survey of parking is now complete. WCC are looking to install yellow lines, Cllr Miller would like to canvass opinions of Councillors before going ahead. Action: Cllr Miller to email a map to Clerk to show positioning of proposed yellow lines, Clerk to distribute to Councillors for feedback. 
6. Parish Councillors Reports: 

· Cllr Keel said that on Trench Lane the pot-hole has not been filled in. Action : Cllr Miller to follow up. 
· Cllr Keel reported that on Tagwell Road, under the motorway bridge there is a risk of “bottoming out” vehicles. Action: Cllr Miller to follow up.
· Cllr Clamp raised a local concern. On Middle Lane, a post-box has been fitted to Primsland Meadow, which is a field. Action: Cllr Rowley to investigate.
7. Parish Lengthsman – there was no report from Robin. No contact has been received recently. Action: Clerk to follow up again. 
8. Himbleton CofE First School Photography Competition – Clerk presented a slideshow of the childrens entries. Councillors voted for their top 3 favourites. Prizes are to be presented by Chair on December 8th in assembly. 1st prize £20 voucher, 2nd prize £10 voucher, 3rd prize £5, all entries receive small gift of chocolate teddy and a card.
9. Correspondence – all correspondence had been dealt with.
10. Crime Report – there was no crime report for the meeting. However representatives of West Mercia Police are going to attend the January 2018 meeting to discuss Rural Crime.
11. Finance  - Clerk presented a preliminary budget for 2018/19, to be considered by Council in readiness of precept setting at the January meeting.  Clerk presented a Financial Summary for November 2017. The following payments were presented for approval:
