Apologies: Mr. R. Bass and Mrs J. Davison.

Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed sports facility.         

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meeting, held on the 3rd October 2016 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported Gerry Brienza was leaving and being replaced by Roy Fuller. He emphasised the need to work with partners, communities etc to achieve goals. Grants are available for small businesses. The county is on target to receive its allocation of 50 Syrian refugees. The council is confident about the prospect of receiving about £63million towards the £70million cost of dualling Carrington Bridge on the A4440. Invitations to tender for the work have been issued. The children’s services are currently being inspected by Ofsted. Pavement improvements have been completed in Peachley Gardens. Complaints about pavements in Church Lane and Bell Lane have been reported for consideration.
District Councillors’ report: The single site project is progressing slowly. The parish council will be consulted about the form of the parish council forum. The future of district councils was discussed in relation to the proposed West Midlands authority. The formation of a unitary authority in say South Worcestershire could be considered. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 3rd October 2016:  
Vicarage Green: It was reported that broken glass had been found in the play area and that further fire damage had occurred to a table. The lengthsman to be asked to cut the hedge low (approx. 3 feet) to ensure max visibility.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths were being well used, particularly by new residents.
Highways: Mr Wedd reported that a meeting to discuss transport issues associated with the major development proposals had gone well. The effect of the proposals on Oldbury Road was important, together with parking provision and the need to provide walking/cycling links. 
Allotments: No report.            
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report
Defibrillators: There was agreement in principle with the village stores and the village hall to house a defibrillator cabinet on the outside wall of the buildings. The defibrillators had arrived and it was proposed Mr Wedd seconded Mrs Carver and resolved to purchase 2 Ce-Tek IP66 Stainless Steel defibrillator cabinets at a cost of £695 plus VAT each.  
Village Hall: No report
Broadheath Common: Three trees opposite Wembley Cottage had been marked to be felled by the Lord of the Manor. It was reported that a “No parking on the common” sign in Lylocks Lane had been removed.
To consider the casual vacancy: No requests for an election having been received by the district council and the parish is able to co-opt a member. The clerk to produce an advertisement for the notice board.
To discuss proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: Mr Wedd reported that it would be prohibitive to provide a vehicular access to the proposed sports facility. He proposed that a pedestrian / disabled access be provided with additional parking on the Vicarage Green. This would enable a larger proportion of funds to be utilised on sports provision. It was proposed Mr Wattis seconded Mr Steel that Mr Wedd proceed on this basis.
