Apologies: Mrs J. Davison, Mr. J. Steel, Mrs M. Warfield, Mr. M.Wattis, Cllr D Chambers and Cllr D Godwin
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed sports facility.         

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs. Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting, held on the 7th November 2016, having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that although there was no definite commitment it was still hoped that the grant of about £63million towards the £70million cost of dualling Carrington Bridge on the A4440 would be forthcoming. One of the schemes in the forthcoming capital programme would be to raise New Road in Worcester to address flooding issues. The parish council’s bid for £1,000 towards the cost of improved security / CCTV installation at the village hall had been approved.
Cllr Wedd raised the issue of addressing traffic speeds. Community speedwatch could only operate where the 85% speed was below 35mph. It was considered that the scheme had been unfairly refused and in the absence of enforcement left the villagers feeling vulnerable. The parish council would write to the chief constable with copies to the police and crime commissioner, Harriet Baldwin MP and county and district councillors. Cllr Grove said he fully supported the council’s representations.
District Councillors’ report: No report.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 7th November 2016:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that there was some wear to the rubber surface in the play area. It would be addressed at the time of the annual inspection in the spring.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths were generally in good condition.

Highways: Mr Wedd reported that there was concern about the effect of development proposals on Oldbury Road. The university would give a presentation on their proposals at the next parish council meeting on 9th January 2017. 
Allotments: There was discussion about the need for additional allotments for residents of the new developments.            
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report
Defibrillators: The defibrillators cabinets would be supplied on receipt of payment of £1,668.

Village Hall: Mrs Beard would advise the hall committee that the £1,000 grant for CCTV installation had been received. 
Broadheath Common: Three dangerous trees opposite Wembley Cottage had been felled.
To consider the casual vacancy: There having been only one applicant for the vacancy, Mr Peter Johnson was duly elected to serve on the parish council.
To discuss proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: The intention was to use a larger proportion of funds on sports provision by providing additional parking on the Vicarage Green. It was agreed that the school should contribute towards ongoing maintenance of the car park as the major user.
