DEMOCRATIC FIFTEEN MINUTES PUBLIC QUESTION TIME.   The problem of rocks and other objects lining verges in Withybed Lane were considered not only an eyesore at the entrance to the village from the south but were a danger to road users particularly after dark.   This had in the past been reported to Highways.   Cncllr. Mrs. Steel agreed to follow this up.   Mr. Rich Shepherd gave an update on the Speedwatch project and advised PC would be kept informed of progress.
2235.   APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE.   There were no apologies for absence.

2236.   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST.   There were no declarations of interest.

2237.   MINUTES.   It was AGREED the Chairman sign the minutes of the meeting held on 19th October, 2016 as a correct record.

2238.   PROGRESS REPORTS.
Highways.   The Clerk would report to the  ub:   CCC
 CC Hub:   Road condition in Withybed Lane, the first part of the lane leading to Berrowsfield Farm, road condition in Priory Lane.   ISLA/Football Club  would be asked re cutting the hedge in Sands Lane.   Cncllr. Hopkins would replant the troughs at the entrances to the village (£25 was approved for this).   It was noted that the Speedwatch Group were looking at the PVS sign in Holberrow Green.  Cncllr. Hopkins would check the grit box in Morton Underhill and it was Agreed that £20 could be allocated for this.
Lengthsman.   Clerk would ask that the hedge overhanging the pavement on the main road from Hill
Farm be cut back and to clear the mud from the road at the bottom of Church Hill.
Neighbourhood Plan.   No decision has been taken on this.

Tennis Club.   A report was awaited from the next IC meeting.

Village Year of Culture.   A programme was being formulated and would be available in the new year.

2240.   REPORT OF THE COUNTY COUNCILLOR.   Cncllr. Clive Holt reported on the latest unemployment figures .   A Community Scrutiny Committee was being formed in regard to the use of all publicly owned buildings within the county.   A 25% improvement had been achieved in respect of pollution reduction by turning off street lights during the night.   The boundary change consultations would end in December.   It was noted that the ‘bus service was subsidised by the CC.   At this point it was reported that a timetable had been changed without sufficient notice.   Clerk would investigate.
2241.   REPORT OF THE DISTRICT COUNCILLOR.   Councillor Mrs. Steel reported that the meeting she had attended at Cookhill when the Police Crime Commissioner had been the speaker had been disappointing.   The DC were up for an award for their work done for the new Hospital and attracting Waitrose in Evesham which was expected to provide new income for the area.
