Neighbourhood Development Plan(NDP)


The Council welcomed Chris Gooding from Data Orchard C.I.C. who was invited to talk about the possible formation of a Neighbourhood Development Plan for Broadwas & Cotheridge.

Data Orchard C.I.C. has supported 40 NDP groups to date, mainly in Herefordshire and 5 in Worcestershire, those being, Hanley Castle, Bewdley, Cleeve Prior, Clifton upon Teme and Eckington.

Support includes, project management, governance, grants, budgets, consultation events, questionnaires and spatial planning. Following Chris taking questions from the floor, the Parish Council voted to proceed with the formation of a plan, headed by Cllrs. Pearce, Dale and Guest.

Matters Arising
Cllr. Pearce reported that, together with Cllrs. Dale and Guest he had met Duncan Rudge and Dean Kinsella from M.H.D.C.Planning Department to discuss the issues that had arisen at the Berryfields Close development. There remained a degree of frustration with regard to both the additional dormer windows and the loss of part of the hedge at the front of the site but the M.H.D.C. had officers confirmed that, since these matters had been first raised by the Parish Council, the District Council had revised their approach to dealing with non-material amendments to planning consents.  District Cllr. Chambers indicated that he believed that the Parish Council’s concerns regarding Berryfield Close had contributed to the wider ongoing review of the resourcing and operation of M.H.D.C. Planning Department (minute entry 16/128).
Contractors to Severn Trent have deposited spoil in the lay by in Lightwood Lane as requested (minute entry 16/126).

Piper Homes have made the suggestion to M.H.D.C. to name the new building development ‘Highcroft Close’.

After further investigation, it has been decided to re-site the V.A.S. unit at Lightwood Lane, however it will need the erection of a new metal pole to receive it. This will need help/advice from Highways Dept. The Clerk will follow this up (minute entry 16/126).
Hill Top. M.H.D.C. Enforcement Officer, David Jones has advised the Parish Council that this matter is ‘next on the list’ with their legal team. We hope to have an update at the next P.C. meeting. An enforcement notice has been issued-E/16/00101/COU2.(minute entry 16/126).
 16/140           County and District Councillors Reports.
                       County Cllr. Phil Grove was unable to attend tonight’s meeting but had provided a written report from which the Clerk read out highlights:

1. Re-organisation of county Highways Engineers has meant that Gerry Brienza be re-assigned to Wychavon area and our new contact is Roy Fuller.
2. At full council at County Hall on 10th November, members voted to accept its refresh of the Corporate plan, named ‘Shaping Worcestershire Future 2017-2022, which will now be adopted from 1st January 2017.

3. All seven leaders of Local Authorities in Worcester have agreed to receive 50 Syrian refugees in the first year. A total of 47 have already arrived and are settled.

4. Phil reminded us that he still has small amounts of Divisional Fund monies available to Parish Councils and Community Groups. He had originally put aside £750 for our project to try and tackle traffic management in Broadwas village and the Clerk was requested to officially make a request for these monies.
District Councillor’s Report.

1. M.H.D.C.’s letter box has now been removed from the Council House and offices are now all located on one single site at Brunel House.

2.  The 5-year plan and business plan will be going to full council in January 2017.

3. Parish Councillors were offered to attend a visit to Hartlebury waste disposing site some time in the next few weeks.

A decision was made to transfer £25,000 (twenty-five thousand pounds) to the NS&I account in order to earn some interest, current rate at .75%

Since the last meeting, Peter Parkes, the Public Land Officer offered to

organise a bonfire/fireworks display for the school and asked the Parish Council for its support. This was given, with a financial promise to pay for the insurance premium required to host the event and the cost of some glo-sticks (as had been done for the last 3 years) The Council had received some positive feedback and it hopes that it continues to evolve as an annual community event.

Council agreed to release the remaining £150 from the promised £500 grant for the Queen’s 90th  birthday celebrations direct to the school. It is their intention to create a celebratory garden with plants and shrubs and to include a plaque naming the Parish Council as a sponsor. The Clerk was requested to obtain a detailed proposed plan of the area to bring to Council at its next meeting.

Priddey was asked to look into the legalities of the use of powered hand gliders, currently flying from a field adjacent to the A44 opposite the Weston Hill junction as residents of the village had expressed some concern regarding the noise emission and performing aerobatics over the highway which is likely to distract motorists and maybe hazardous to road safety.

New Dwelling rear of Scatterbrook Cottage, Broadwas, Worcestershire 16/00328

The Parish Council has considered the application and recommend refusal for the following reasons:

The proposed property is significantly larger than the existing permission and will have a detrimental impact on both the village and neighbouring properties.

Removal of hipped roofs and replacement with large windows is not in keeping with the architectural feel of the village. The property is very visible not only from neighbouring properties but also as you drive along the A44.

Due to introduction of large windows increased balconies the overlooking and dominance of the property is greatly increased.

The impact of the new design on Scatterbrook Cottage will be overbearing.

The ridge height of the proposed property is considerably higher than the previous permission.

Trees shown on the plans of this property have already been removed

Existing screening to A44 elevation is not shown on new plans and would be required to remain these were shown as remaining in outline application.

New entrance gateway and wing walls block flood plain of stream which will cause flooding to adjacent property, a new culvert was installed by Local Authority some years ago to help alleviate flooding to this area and the new entrance will restrict flow to the culvert. 17.8.2016 Amended application received for response by 27.8.2016. Reply 5.9.2016- 

‘The Parish Council re-iterates its previous comments relating to the original application.

There is local concern as to the possible overbearance of the development on the surrounding area. The Parish Council endorse this concern and emphasise the need to restrict the overall height as previously approved’. 19.10.2016 Response from MHDC ‘APPROVED’
