b) Notification of any changes to the Register of Interests

           Minutes
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 19 September 2016 were proposed by Mr Reynolds seconded by Mr Tinnion and approved unanimously.

          Reports from representatives of other bodies 

None. 

          Mr Everitt as Footpaths Officer reported that he had been in discussions with WCC regarding the closed footpaths. He advised that a new Local Transport Plan draft was in the process of being issued.

Updates on matter arising in previous minutes

a) SDWP and proposed urban extension- The Chairman reported the invitation of Malvern Town Council to a meeting on December 8th. It was agreed that Mr Yapp, Mrs Jeavons and Mr Everitt would attend.
b)  Neighbourhood plan - There was no update, but the chairman noted the Kempsey plan had just been rejected following changes to planning criteria. It was being revised and resubmitted.
c)  Lighting at the level crossing, Stocks Lane- This has now been resolved and the lights cowled and lowered. All present were pleased that it had been resolved, but were dismayed that Network Rail had taken so long to rectify the matter.
d) Condition of grass verge – Worcester Road Opposite Madresfield Turning.-WCC Highways have arranged for a fence to be erected.
In addition Mr Tinnion raised the issue of grass creep onto the footpath on the St Leonards’s side near the A449 crossing at Countrywide Stores. The issue would be raised with the lengthsman.
e) Speeding - Stocks Lane –Mr Tinnion advised that the VAS could record speeds. While it was accepted that white gates could not be provided for safety reasons on the advice of WCC Highways, , the VAS numbers might encourage police enforcement. 
f) Repairs to bus shelter – Worcester Road-Mr Tinnion confirmed that work to the shelter had been completed.
g) Stocks Lane turning area-  MHDC and WCC have indicated that they are minded to allow the area to be grassed. Mr Reynolds reported that some of the neighbours would prefer the turning area to remain to aleiviate congestion on Stocks lane when tradesmen or the postman are present.
h) Litter clearance – Some litter picking has taken place but the level of litter has built up again. It was agreed that Mr Tinnion would approach McDonalds with a view to organising a litter awareness event and a litter pick.


Planning 

The Hop Store. Nothing further had been heard. The offer had been made for the residents to have a forum, but they had not come forwards.  It was expected that the application, as amended, would go forwards again. All agreed that the issue was very difficult, as the business was needed, but the expansion, and particularly the sounds from the fork lifts was problematic for the neighbours. There was also the need for substantial road and signage improvements.
