Minutes – to consider the approval of the minutes of the meeting held on 22 May 2017 


Clerk went over actions, all covered in this meeting.  Proposed for approval by Cllr Hadley, seconded by Cllr Halling, unanimously agreed.

Chairman’s and Councillors’ Reports

Cllr Michael will be attending the Tarmac liaison meeting on Monday 17th July at 2pm at Severn Stoke Parish Hall.  Clerk and Cllr Hanmer will also attend at PC reps.  Cllr Watkins attends these meetings as tenant of the land and is unhappy at the plans for further soil stripping to commence in the near future.  County Cllr Middleborough will be chairing this meeting as he replaces Cllr Sutton as County Councillor and Chairman.  

Cllr Middlebrough said that raising of the A4104 will start in October of this year and hopes to be finished by March.  This area will have traffic lights for some considerable time and will cause disruption.

Appeal for Kerswell Green House – PC recommended approval, no further evidence sent.
Croome Court - Liaison meeting held at Croome with National Trust on 13th June 2017.  Three resident members attended aswell as usual reps.  Minutes available from Parish Clerk who takes minutes.

School House – Residents have informed of bowing/collapsing of outside wall of the building.  Reported to MHDC and Cllr Harrison, Cllr Harrison forwarded to WCC also.  Cllr Harrison and Clerk have met with Conservation Officer this evening, she thinks no immediate danger/threat of collapse.  MHDC will monitor and contact owners.

High Green VAS

Cllr Garrard gave a review of the data collected from the VAS.  


From 25.04.17 to 04.06.17 21078 vehicles have travelled through High Green from Croome direction to Kerswell Green direction.  The 85th percentile speed is 33.5mph.  17,916 vehicles are travelling at this speed.  The highest recording was 55mph on 05.05.17 at midnight.

From 04.06.17 to 11.07.17 19386 vehicles travelled from Kerswell Green direction towards Croome direction.  The 85th percentile speed is 34.8mph.  19386 vehicles are travelling at this speed.  The highest recording was 80mph on 11.07.17 at 09.45am.  Clerk will report this to the police

Community Speed Watch Clifton and Severn Stoke

Discussion took place regarding this area.  Safer Roads Partnership have agreed to monitor the speed of these areas.  Clerk will email Safer Roads contact asking that the equipment be put on the straight piece of road at Clifton and also asking if they take into account accidents at these two locations.

Bench for Bert Male on Birch Lane

A discussion took place regarding the style and material for the bench for Cllr Male.  Clerk will research and get some quotations.  She will contact Pip Webster regarding ownership of the land the current bench is on.  Kempsey PC have a memorial bench for County Cllr Bob Bullock, Clerk will go and look at this one also.  Cllr Watkins proposed an amount of £1500 be ear marked for this project, seconded by Cllr Hadley, unamiously agreed.  Clerk will circulate final spec and seek agreement from all before continuing.
