Chairman’s and Councillors’ Reports

Cllr Middlebrough confirmed Clerk was arranging a meeting with the Liaison Officer for WCC who covers this area.  This will be within the next two weeks.  Work will commence to raise the A4104 with traffic lights at Upton approximately at the beginning of October.   Cllr Middlebrough had been contacted by a resident regarding cars/vehicles being parked on the bend by the London Arch at Croome.  Clerk and Cllr Middlebrough will address this with Liaison Officer.  Cllr Middlebrough also mentioned the WCC Childrens Services failing their Ofsted and the plan which has now been put in place to hopefully improve and monitor this area of the County Council.


Cllr Harrison/Michael.  Black 180 ltr bins will be delivered to houses in the spring to start the fortnightly collection of general waste.  This will alternate with the recycling green bins.  Cllr Harrison is still trying to contact Land Drainage Officer at MHDC re Birch Lane, he will keep trying.  The culvert was also mentioned at Sandford/Sheepcote Lane, Clerk will show liaison Engineer.

High Green VAS report

Cllr Garrard gave information collected from the VAS in High Green, 27,000 vehicles have travelled through High Green between 11 July and 31 August 2017.  The average speed on the 85th percentile is 33mph.  The highest speed recorded was 55mph.

Community Speed Watch Clifton and Severn Stoke

Safer Roads Partnership have installed monitoring equipment in both Severn Stoke and Clifton, the results taken according to their representative are too high to consider the Community Speed Watch program.  He will be recommending this to the next panel meeting for some enforcement.  Clerk will discuss Kinnersley interested residents with him.

Bench for Bert Male on Birch Lane

Pip Webster has agreed the existing bench can be replaced with a bench which sits on the same area.  The Clerk showed details of the design and specification of the bench required for Cllr Male.  Proposal to purchase this was made by Cllr Hadley and seconded by Cllr Addis.  Unanimously agreed.  Clerk will order and Cllr Halling has offered to install this.

Purchase of white gates for Kinnersley village

Clerk has discussed this proposal with Cllr Williams who had mentioned to some residents who all seemed in favour of installing white gate structures like the ones at High Green on each of the three roads approaching Kinnersley.  Clerk had obtained a quotation for this of approximately £400 from the supplier of the High Green gates.  Clerk will discuss locations with Liaison Officer from WCC who will do verge checks etc.
