Results from  MHDC. 
16/00202/FUL 8.2.2016 Dr. Robert Shepherd, Broadwas Hall WR6 5NE for’ creation of a new vehicular access from A44 to serve Broadwas Hall’. 14.3.2016 our reply ‘recommend approval’ 24.5.2016 Notification of Appeal A/J/1860/W/16/3150147. 1.11.2016 Decision ‘APPEAL ALLOWED’
16/01366/FUL 7.10.16 Mr & Mrs Blakeney, Hillside, Broadwas WR6 5NL for Resubmission of 13/00059/FUL for replacement mobile home with dwelling (C3).16.11.2016 PC’s response: The Parish Council did not support the original application (No 13/00059) and remains of the view that this site is in open countryside and away from the settlement boundary. Therefore, the Council does not consider that the application complies with the South Worcestershire Development Plan.

If nevertheless the District Council is minded to approve the application, the Parish Council requests that, as part of the legal documentation, the existing planning consent for a mobile home is terminated and a condition is included for the removal of all existing mobile homes and caravans from the site. 24.11.2016 Committee Notification received, to be placed on agenda for 7.12.2016. 14.12.2016 APPROVAL granted.

16/01591/HOU 18.11.2016 Mr. Priddey, Joybell Cottage, Broad Green WR6 5NW for ‘proposed single storey extensions.13.12.2016 

Reply: APPROVAL recommended. 21.12.2012 APPROVAL granted.

16/01522/FUL 21.11.2016 Mr & Mrs Burgoyne, Elgar Coaches, Lower Lightwood Farm, Lightwood Lane, Cotheridge WR6 5LT for ‘proposed conversion of existing buildings to form two dwellings. Response 19.12.2016-16/01522/FUL The application offers limited detail, which in the opinion of the Council, is insufficient for a full application.  It appears more like an outline application. The Council would prefer to see this site as a residential site rather than the present commercial parking and garage use.   However, the Council believes that the buildings, which are the subject of this application, do not lend themselves to conversion to dwellings in shape, layout or external appearance. The site requires a comprehensive and effective solution to deal with drainage issues that are well known to effect the site and adjoining properties. The Council does not support the application in its present form. 5.1.2016 Response from MHDC -Application REFUSED
16/01353/OUT 16.10.2016 Mr. David Lane, Damson Patch, Broadwas, for Outline Planning Permission with all matters reserved for housing for the erection of a dwelling and detached double garage. Our reply sent 16.11.2016: The Parish Council wishes to object to this application as the site is outside of the village envelope.

In addition, the Parish Council makes the following comments in relation to the Design and Access Statement submitted with the application:-

· Paragraph 1.2 states that the applicant already lives within the village. Therefore, no weight should be given to the statement at paragraph 8.14 regarding Dwellings for Rural Workers.

· The letter from the County Council referred to in paragraph 4.2 is dated 2010 and appears to have been superseded by the comment from the Highways Authority in respect of the subject application.

· In relation to paragraph 7.1, the Parish Council questions whether the development can be accurately described as “sustainable” in view of its location away from the settlement boundary and the lack of safe pedestrian access from the village facilities.

· With reference to paragraph 8.2, the Parish Council considers that it is misleading to suggest that “there is residential development on three sides”. The only residential properties whose gardens abut the application site are to the North on Butts Bank (inaccurately referred to as Weston Hill Road on the site plan enclosed with the application).

· The Parish Council does not understand paragraph 8.7 as the outline application provides no detail as to the design of the proposed dwelling nor its services. In addition, the address for the applicant shown on the application form is substantially further from the village centre than the subject site. 7.12.2016
