Cllr Adams informed the Parish Council about the Local Transport Plan 4 – several million pounds will be spent on unclassified and category C roads He asked if we had any such problems – he was asked to look at Church Lane, Dormston by the church, some flooding problems also the ongoing problems with Kington Lane 
The new Waste Disposal Site in Hartlebury has now been commissioned and will hopefully be up and running by Jan/Feb 2017 the bottom ash will be taken to the Hill & Moor site

Health – the number of children in care had risen from 430 to 670 which was a concern
