4. Progress reports for information


4.1 Parish Path Warden

Previous report – Cllr Tilt apologised for not investigating – Cllr Laight had walked the path and reported no obvious problem Continue to monitor paths and investigate reports

Cllr Trebbett had had a problem with a dog walker on the path crossing his land – advised to obtain name and report if it happens again


4.2 Village Hall Electricity
The Clerk asked for this to be carried over to the next meeting as she was still awaiting a response from the Village Hall Committee


4.3 Speed Activated Sign
The Clerk to ask the person who set up the scheme what happens to the information collected

4.4 Defibrillator

There was a mixed response to this – some Cllr’s felt there could be an element of blame if the Defibrillation did not succeed Before asking parishioners for their opinion it was felt we should have the relevant person to enlighten the Council of for’s/against

5. Report of District Councillor Robinson  

Cllr Robinson had sent a report which was read out to the Council – Cllr Tilt   will email the Cllr's with a copy

6. Report of County Councillor Adams

Cllr Adams informed the Parish Council about Wychavon’s predictions for the increase in the numbers of Vulnerable Children & Adults and over 90’s by 2030. He said caring for these took a lot of the County’s budget.


Cllr Adams advised reporting the damage to Kington Lane and the roadside hedge on the A422 to The Hub – he will then follow it up


Another familiar comment from residents is the slow progress of increased broadband levels


Cllr Laight asked about the road improvements – Cllr Adams explained about the LTP4 – Local Transport Plan and reported that all 6 local MP’s had joined together to push this forward

7. Highways

Cllr Laight reported that a lorry had smashed down the soft verge in Kington Lane which will severely damage cars if they have to pull over for oncoming vehicles, especially at night when it is not clearly visible


It was suggested that the Lengthsman be asked if he could backfill it


The hedge along the A422 from Kington Lane to beyond Alcester Service station is encroaching onto the road and likely to cause an accident – report to The Hub


Although the hedge had been cut opposite Kington Lane the cuttings had not been cleared leaving very little footpath to actually walk on – could the Lengthsman be asked to clear it
