Matters arising
5.1 Superfast Broadband (Item 10.2) 
Gigaclear were to provide fibre optic cabling for Superfast Broadband throughout those parts of the parish not served by BT Openreach.
5.2 Telephone Box Book Exchange (Item 5.1) 
Children’s books were now being provided in the Exchange contrary to the Agreement for usage. The Clerk would contact Donna Quinn.
6.  General 
6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Drains had been cleared of silt and debris in Purshull Green, Addis Lane and The Knoll
· Grips had been dug out in Broad Alley and Addis lane and headwalls cleared in Watery Lane.
The Clerk would ask the Lengthsman to examine the culvert in Horton Lane and the drain at Tanglewood junction. He would also be asked to replenish the grit bins opposite Horton Lane and the Church.
6.2 Highways.

· The grit bin on Addis Bank had been moved to the top and damaged. Despite enquiries no information as to how or why it had happened had emerged.
· The tree roots in Elmbridge Lane (Ref; 6888686) that were disturbing the road surface would be dealt with but as a low priority.
· Potholes in Purshull Green Lane and Addis Lane had been reported.

· Highways had been notified about surplus road signs at the Village Hall but they were still uncollected from the Car Park.
6.3 New Home Bonus

Wychavon DC would make available £1025.28 from our Bonus Homes Money for the SmartWater Scheme leaving a shortfall of £683.52. Letters to the Leader of Wychavon DC, Cllr, Linda Robinson, had produced no explanation for this.
County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson kindly offered to fund this shortfall from his County Council Discretionary Fund. He asked that the Clerk would write to him with a formal request.
