Simon Thompson, Wychavon DC 
1. Apologies for absence
Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr. Bernard Brown and Cllr. Charles Caddick  
Simon Thompson, Wychavon Business and Rural Crime Manager, spoke about SmartWater signage which would be provided by Wychavon DC. Main Road signs would be A1 or A2 size with repeater or smaller signs in the lanes. They would be mounted on existing posts. Two A1 signs and 6 smaller signs were thought necessary. The Chairman would confirm the details with Simon by email. (Chairman’s Note: the number of smaller signs has since been amended to 10 on a recount of the side roads accessing the Parish). Simon would attend in the village hall on one Saturday in February to distribute the SmartWater kits which had been delivered. (See 6.3 below)

5.1 Telephone Box Book Exchange (Item 5.1) 
There had been no response to the Clerk’s enquiry about the inclusion of children’s books in the Exchange. The Clerk had visited the Exchange and reported that all was tidy and there were fewer children’s books than on a previous visit.

6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Drain on Tanglewood junction had been referred to the jetter
· Grit Bins, especially those in Horton Lane and opposite St Mary’s would be checked and refilled.
· Silt and debris had been cleared from drains in Elmbridge Lane, Addis Lane, Purshull Green and Watery Lane.
· Foliage had been cut back from grit bins and road signs.
· Grips had been dug out in Watery Lane and Elmbridge Lane.
6.2 Highways.

· Max Needham had kindly repositioned the Addis lane Grit Bin to its original siting.
· The tree roots in Elmbridge Lane (Ref; 6888686) that were disturbing the road surface had been re-inspected. Highways confirmed that they would be removed. They were deemed low priority but would be moved up the list.
· Potholes in Purshull Green Lane and Addis Lane had been filled.

· The surplus road signs at the Village Hall were still uncollected from the Car Park.

8.1 Church House. Application had been made for an extension over the garage with attached lobby for existing dwelling.
8.2 Broadfield Farm, Broad Alley. Prior approval for change of use of an agricultural building to light industrial use was not required.

8.3 Urloxhey Farm. Application had been made for a Certificate of Lawful Use Existing for occupancy of dwelling not in accordance with Condition 5. 
8.4 Enforcement Team investigation into possible breach of planning regulations at Elmbridge Manor.

8.5 Bryans Green Farm. Application had been made for a new apartment in loft space of an existing unit and changes would be made to existing appearance.
8.6 Planning Officers. Details of titles and working hours of planning officers had been received.

The County Councillor’s Monthly Report had been circulated. A list detailing 28 items of correspondence and relevant emails was circulated to Councillors. In addition update emails had been received from CALC.

10.1 Wychavon’s 4 year Settlement would enable the DC to maintain services.
10.2 Police Sergeant Kent had agreed to encourage police to attend AGMs of parish councils.
10.3 A small oven had been left in a layby in Elmbridge Lane near Clattercut Lane.
10.4 There had been drilling for oak posts at Cornshire Field Farm.

10.5 Barn End. A chalet remained in the garden.

10.6 The footpath from the telephone box to New Road on the A442 remained overgrown.
10.7 A large number of hedge cuttings were behind the gate entrance to Cooksey Lodge Farm land. The Clerk would contact Upton Warren PC.

10.8 Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny asked about a possible tour of the Hartlebury Incinerator. He would make enquiries.
10.9 There were blocks of concrete on the verge at the junction of Elmbridge Lane and Clattercut Lane. The Clerk would contact Rushock PC.
10.10 There were Neighbourhood Watch leaflets which would go out with the parish magazine.
