6.  General 
6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· All grit bins have been checked and topped up where necessary.
· Silt and debris had been cleared from drains in Elmbridge Lane, Addis Lane, Purshull Green, Watery Lane and Cutnall Green.
· The Clerk would ask the Lengthsman to check drainage under the bridge in Horton Lane and dig out grips in Watery Lane.
· The Lengthsman hours were to be increased from 12 to 14 hours a month from 1st April.
6.2 Highways.

· Addis Lane was to be resurfaced in February. A closure notice for 3 days had been posted.
· The Tanglewood junction drain had been jetted and cleared.
· The Clerk would ask Highways to check the state of the bends below the Church.

8.3 Urloxhey Farm. Certificate of Lawfulness for a dwelling not in accordance with Condition 5 had been granted.
