A parishioner bought to the attention of the council the problem of cars parking on the pavement opposite the Crown. This had the effect of narrowing the pavement and forcing pedestrians onto the grass verge, which could be slippery and dangerous for older people. She suggested that a sign could be erected asking drivers not to do this. After discussion, it was agreed that a revised version of the existing laminated flyer for placing on the windscreens of offending vehicles should be produced, and that the view of Highways should be obtained on the possibility of heightening the kerb and/or reducing the width of the grass verge at this point, as ways of remediating this problem.
