Clerk’s Report:
Highways

· Prior to the Lengthsman being able to attend to the dead trees on Three Cocks Lane, one of them was blown over. All dead trees have now been removed.  

Complaint re litter on roadside

· An email complaining about the volume of litter on the verges from Windmill Hill to the Fish and Anchor has been received.  Although this is outside the parish boundary the complaint was forwarded to WC Cllr, Alastair Adams who has arranged to have this dealt with.  WDC have stated that the roadsides are litter picked on a fortnightly basis but they will monitor the situation.
Rooftop Garages

· The poor condition of the garage doors off Ferry Lane has been reported to Rooftop Housing.  They advised that the garages were inspected before Christmas and although they agreed that the paintwork was peeling off they did not consider that this was a priority.  It was stated that if they had sufficient budget they would address the issue before the end of March but it was more likely to be in the new financial year.
Planters

· Mr Brown has kindly agreed to supply the plants for the new tub in Norval Crescent and he has advised that Mr Haughtey will continue to look after it.  

Royal British Legion/Offenham Rovers

· The annual agreement has been signed and returned by the Chairman of the RBL Club allowing access from the club to the recreation ground by members of Offenham Rovers Football Club.

Lengthy discussions took place, the Clerk was requested to ask the County Councillor if the speed limit on Three Cocks Lane could be reviewed for a 30mph speed limit to be in place for the entire length and also that gates could be installed not only at the entrance to the village but at the change from 40mph to 30mph on Laurels Road and Three Cocks Lane to emphasise the reduction in speed.  It was agreed that signage stating “Offenham welcomes careful drivers” should be in displayed at the entrance to the village subject to approval of WCC highways and receipt of funding.
