Apologies: Mrs M. Warfield, Mr. J. Steel and Cllr D Godwin
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed sports facility.         

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs. Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 6th February 2017, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: Cllr Grove reported that a plan was now in place to address Ofsted’s concerns about children’s services. The plan will be audited to ensure it is meeting targets. 600 fallen trees were dealt with by the county highways team and contractors during the recent storm Doris. Work has commenced on the Worcestershire Parkway scheme with clearance work being undertaken. The issue of dementia is of great concern and there is information on the county council web site about becoming a “dementia friend” to help maintain independence.
District Councillors’ report: Cllr Chambers reported that the new waste collection service would provide a weekly collection, landfill and recycled material being collected on alternate weeks. The building work at the council house could be affected by issues over the listing of the council chamber.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 6th February 2017:  
Vicarage Green: Chris Batchelor, the under 11’s football coach had asked if they could use the Vicarage Green for training from May on Tuesday evenings from 6.30 to 8.00pm. It was agreed that this positive activity should be encouraged.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: No report.
Highways: Mr Johnson reported that a meeting would take place shortly to discuss WCC /Safety Camera Partnership proposals for safety improvements. It was agreed that Mr Wedd would prepare a letter based on the circulated document of the parish council’s comments on LTP4. There was concern about the volume of traffic using Hallow Lane. Mr Wedd to locate the VAS in Hallow Lane to record traffic volumes. There seemed to be a particular problem with litter locally. There was a problem with water ponding in Hallow Lane opposite the Jacomb Road junction. WCC were asked to consider putting in “Priority Road Markings” at a narrow point on Hallow Lane.
Allotments: In his absence Mr Steel reported that the allotments were generally in good condition. There had been some damage particularly to Greenhouses during storm Doris. This had been rectified. 
Plot holders are reminded that it is their responsibility to maintain the grass paths between plots and to keep them clear of obstruction.           
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report
Defibrillators: The Bell Inn have agreed to install a defibrillator on the outer wall of the pub. The other will be installed on the village hall.

Broadheath Common: No report
To discuss proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: Mr Wedd reported that work was underway preparing the planning application. The issue of pedestrians crossing Martley Road had not been resolved.
