Matters Arising

Councillor Downes had contacted the owner of the field used by the hand

                         gliders (see minute entry 17/005) and conveyed the Parish Council’s

                         concerns and received an assurance that he would speak to the members 

                         of the gliding club with a view to ceasing their activities.

Councillor Downes provided printouts of the data from the V.A.S. unit and a 

                         discussion ensued on the results.
 17/019           County and District Councillors Reports.
                       Councillor Grove had provided the cost of supplying and installing the white gates at each end of Broadwas village in an effort to improve traffic management. This being £2007.60. He is able to increase his original offer of £750 to £1950 by means of a grant towards this cost. The balance to be met by the Parish Council. He was thanked for this.

Councillor Grove gave an update on the time scale of work for the new railway bridge at Crookbarrow Way, however, this did not correspond with time scales originally given. He will revisit this and report back to the Clerk.

Comments and feedback are invited to the Local Transport Plan (LTP4) consultation which finishes on 17th March.


The Dept. for Transport has sanctioned plans for the new Worcestershire Parkway railway station and contracts can be awarded for construction.


District Councillor Chambers’ report.


The single site of the Council House continues to progress and Brunel House will shortly be rented out, however, the District Council is in consultation with Natural England regarding the future of the Council Chamber building.

With general waste reducing and re-cycled waste increasing, the District Council is considering alternative schedules of domestic waste collection with a date of April 2018 in mind to proceed.

APPEAL HEARING at M.H.D.C. 2.2.2017

4 members of the Parish Council had attended the Appeal Hearing on 2.2.2017 for 16/00415/OUT together with other interested parties/residents.

The meeting commenced at 10.00am and ended at 6.15pm followed by a site meeting at 9.00 am on 3.2.2017. The Planning Inspectorate will now compile his report but gave no indication as to how long it will take.


Berryfield Close.

Councillor Pearce reported that he had been in communication with the Highways Department of Worcestershire County Council regarding the possibility that the remaining section of the hedge fronting the A44 will have to be removed to create the necessary visibility splay. The general view of the Council was that the obligation to comply with the conditions of the planning consent (including retention of that hedge) rested with the developers and that therefore the onus was on them to find an acceptable solution.

a) Treasurer’s Report. 
A copy was presented at tonight’s meeting and all payments unanimously agreed by all those present. The annual request from Footprints Community Magazine for a donation of £250 towards costs had been received, but not in time to be included on the agenda, however, members agreed in principle to make a donation for the said amount.
b) Clerk’s Report. There had been no report since November, however the following main jobs had been completed:
1.A new stile had been installed at the back of Beacon Rise.
2.Work at the layby in Lightwood Lane has been completed by the contractors of Severn Trent and the Clerk thanked them for a job well done.
3.During Nov/Dec 2016, surfaces along the length of Stoney Ley have been repaired.

c)  Public Land Officer’s Report. 
Repairs to the fencing at Berryfields has been done.
When weather permits, a dropped kerb will be repaired.

Unsupervised dogs are still being exercised on both Berryfields and Broad Green.

Excess materials not required by the building site in the village will, hopefully, be used to fill large potholes around Broad Green. As soon as is possible, the Clerk will instruct the P.L.O. to do so.

It was also agreed that the income and expenditure relating to the Neighbourhood Plan should be transacted through the Council’s existing current account.
