This will be Cllr. Grove’s last meeting with us until the county elections in May 2017.


Confirmation of time/dates for the new railway bridge at Crookbarrow Way.


The new bridge will be built and rail lines re-established in Spring 2018, timescale-7 days. The project should be completed by Spring 2019.


Specialist rail contractors Buckingham Group Contracting Ltd have been appointed to design and build the new Worcestershire Parkway train station. ‘The scheme will be mostly self-funded through access charges to train operators and car parking fees, along with £8.3m from the Worcestershire Local Enterprise Partnership through the Growth Deal’.

This week an interactive information point at Worcester Cathedral Square will be launched. It will be the first of its kind in the UK. The giant touch screen will provide real-time travel information including live bus and traffic news, city maps and tourist information.

District Councillor Chambers’ report.


With effect from April 2018 waste collections will be on a 1-week alternate cycle. That is, I week ordinary waste, the next week, recycled waste.

Mr. Eddie Jones at Scatterbrook Cottage advised that despite 3 efforts by the Clerk to report problems with a beech tree outside his property to Worcs. County Council                 (beginning in September 2016), nothing has been done. Cllr. Grove offered to chase this query on his behalf. The Clerk is to arrange regular clearance of the footway outside Scatterbrook Cottage and adjoining properties from September to March annually.
The Clerk was asked to arrange for the Lengthsman to dig out the ditch down Church Lane allowing for an improved flow of rainwater. 

Mr. Nick Newell of Broadwas expressed his and others delight, on the positive result of the recent Appeal Hearing headed by Planning Inspectorate, Paul Singleton at M.H.D.C. on 2nd February. The Appeal has been dismissed (see Planning Report attached) and Mr. Newell thanked the Parish Council for its support and help in bringing this matter to a satisfactory conclusion. He also praised Planning Officer Stuart Castle and his team at M.H.D.C. together with the Inspectorate, for the professional and fair way that the hearing was conducted.
In reply, the Parish Council Chairman thanked Mr. Newell, head of the opposition group, for their hard work, commitment and tenacity during recent months.

Concern now turns to a new planning application 17/00169/FUL re Zourka, Church Lane, Broadwas (full details can be found on the Planning Report attached) and this will be discussed/considered later at tonight’s meeting under the appropriate heading. Residents opined that points raised in the recent findings of the Inspectorate’s report for APP/J/1860/W/3156731 will be relevant to this application.
Joe Grange, captain of Lower Teme Lions in Martley together with Matt Waller of Leigh and Bransford Badgers, had enquired with the Clerk if the football pitch could be hired out to them for Joe’s under 9’s team and Matt’s under 12’s. Usage would be on Saturdays and Sundays, however, storage for goal posts, nets etc, would be required on site in the form of a secure metal container or alike and Joe asked if the Parish Council would be prepared to help fund such an item? A donation of £250 from a local business has already been promised to him towards what could cost £1200 (approx.) Whilst the Parish Council would be happy to allow Berryfields to be used for sporting activities again, it was suggested he consider contacting Broadwas School, adjacent to the pitch, to see if they have any storage facilities that could be made available to him. Joe will continue to investigate costs etc and perhaps consider hire/rent a container, short term? District Councillor Chambers advised him of some local funding that may be available.

JG to Register with Ground Works UK via web (using links from CG).  There is a 30 day period after registration for making a Grant Application. Such a grant covers a 6 month period within a financial year, after which additional applications can be made, again covering 6 month periods within the financial year

RP to ensure all parties have contact details of meeting attendees

DO provided an ‘NDP Project Activities’ guide.  JG will revamp this as an electronic Gantt chart (timetable)

Discussions covered the way forward with an aim to hold a Public Launch open event / events in May followed by Questionnaires being distributed in June. A separate ‘Housing Needs Survey’ was thought a good idea – DO to advise.
