Clerk’s Report:
Highways

· The Chairman and Cllr Taylor met with Alastair Adams and a representative from WCC Highways in relation to traffic calming gates at the entrance to the village and in Laurels Road.  WCC Highways have advised that village name plates have been updated and that they would supply a quotation.

· WCC Highways representative and County Cllr Adams visited the bus stop by the Maypole to consider bus stop markings and advised that the location may not be suitable. Councillors were in agreement.

· Temporary road closure, C2047, Station Road, Offenham for 1 day commencing 7th May 2017.

CCTV

· The Chairman and Clerk met with Martin Roberts form the VHC to discuss CCTV being installed in the hall and surrounding areas including the play area.  Martin will discuss with other members of the committee and feed back to the PC after their next meeting.

Audit

· The clerk will be meeting with Iain Selkirk on Tuesday 25th April for the annual Internal Audit inspection prior to the submission of the accounts to Grant Thornton before 5th June.  Offenham PC is required to take part in a 5% random selection for an intermediate review this year.

· WDC Localism Panel will be meeting today and discussing OPC’s application for s106 money.  If approved their recommendations will be submitted to WDC Executive Board for a final decision.

It was further mentioned that planting can not take place until the autumn and therefore this item should be deferred until the June meeting.

Member & committee reports: 

Report from Footpath Warden

· Cllr Moran advised that she had been liaising with Mr Bick and Fiona Argyle (WCC) about the damaged wall to the side of the PROW adjacent to Old School Close. Mr Bick confirmed to the FP Warden that he had received approval from the Conservation Officer that the wall could be removed and a fence installed.  It was stated that work would start soon and would take about 2 days.
· Cllr Moran stated that she had received confirmation that horse riders do not have the right to use PROW’s.

· After recent incidents, Zenith Nurseries have been provided with signage to advise walkers on PROW usage.  Additionally advice was given on further signage to request users not to allow dogs on planted areas.

· Reports have been received about the PROW from Gibbs Lane being unusable, WCC advise that the landowner has a 2 week period for reinstatement.
