The Chairman declared the meeting open at 7.30pm.
1. Apologies Cllr Joynes, County Councillor June Griffiths
2. No personal or prejudicial interests None given 
3. Minutes of previous meeting
Amendment of the previous minutes:

Item 11 - New matters 4th paragraph, Cllr Hall requested that ‘the 30mph speed restriction on Holt Hill will be removed’ is changed to ‘Holt Hill speed limit will be reviewed by Worcs CC’.

Amended in pen on paper copy. 
Cllr Merrell confirmed he does not have a booking form for field.
A paper copy was given to Cllr Merrell for review and approval
Approval of Minutes

Cllr Hall proposed the approval of the minutes. This was seconded by Cllr Morgan all councillors were in agreement. The minutes were duly signed by the Chairman.
4. Matters Arising
The advertising board on the A435 has now been removed. Cllr Morgan queried if the £500 cheque had been paid to Beoley First School. Clerk confirmed this hadn’t been paid. Action: Cheque to be forwarded to the school.

The Chairman proposed writing to Jean Luck thanking her on behalf of the parish council for her long service and hard work. Following some general discussion regarding a gift for Mrs Luck it was agreed The Chairman and Vice Chairman would visit Mrs Luck with a bouquet of flowers and a letter of thanks. A discussion will then take place with Mrs Luck regarding a suitable gift. Suggestions included a tree or an engraved cut glass item. It was agreed that the matter would be discussed further, following the discussions with Mrs. Luck, when an appropriate budget can be approved.
Cllr Morgan explained he had spoken to Dale Birch and Simon Jones regarding the Eastern Gateway. Simon Jones had confirmed that no planning had been received, however an application was expected around mid March.  Concerns about noise pollution were discussed. Cllr Morgan reported that Stratford County Council will be dealing with all the planning documentation. Cllr Morgan also commented that due to Gorcott Hall being a Class 1 listed building, there would be lots of consideration regarding height of buildings etc. Simon Jones will keep Cllr Morgan informed of any further developments. 
Cllr Barry requested a clearer terms of reference regarding taking a lead on planning & boundary changes. The Chairman responded that he would like Cllr Barry to monitor local news regarding planning or boundary changes. Cllr Barry discussed the changes that may take place with the Greater Birmingham/ Solihull enterprise partnership. It was emphasised that Beoley does not want to be ‘lost’ to Greater Birmingham. Cllr Barry reported that a parliamentary consultation had taken place and closed in December 2016. Many proposed constituency changes are in the West Midlands area. Cllr Barry had viewed a website predicting constituencies based on post code and the result was Redditch. Cllr Barry also reported that Wards may become bigger and Beoley could become part of Wythall or Redditch. Action: Cllr Barry to report on any future news regarding the above. 
Cllr Hall questioned the lightning at Ravensbank Business Park and further development, at present there are no actual plans so it is hard to comment. Cllr Brown responded that the current buildings were causing light pollution, Moss Lane Close in particular were subject to very bright light. Action: Await further planning applications

7. Pathwarden Reports

8. Lengthsman Report
There was little to report other than 2 cases of fly tipping at Lily Green Lane and Carpenters Hill, both have been reported. Cllr Morgan reported another case of fly tipping at Wapping Lane by the bridge. Cllr Brown advised Cllr Morgan to contact Paul Thurlestone at Bromsgrove County Council. Cllr Brown reported that there was a list of jobs for when the weather improves. 

9. Chairmans Report
The Chairman and Cllr Brown had held a meeting with Richard Clewer where it was confirmed that a kerb will be put in at Lisconduff opposite Holt Barn, which should reduce parking problems. The Chairman and Cllr Brown had also requested that the support team come out to look at potholes. Cllr Morgan praised the speed at which an engineer had responded after an online report of a pothole by Wrens Nest. 
The Chairman reported that the 30mph flashing sign had been replaced. When the other signs breaks it will be replaced with a new one, at which point the parish council will be responsible for future repairs and replacement of both.
Elaine Hemming Allan, resident at Portway had further reported parking issues. This is caused by commuters. Double yellow lines have been placed on the other side of the road, however vehicles are now causing an obstruction by Ms Hemming Smiths driveway. The Chairman explained there is little the Parish Council can do to assist. 
         10. Correspondence and Consultations
An example agenda from the Worcestershire CALC website was shown to the councillors by the Clerk. It was agreed that a more detailed agenda should be adopted, but there will always be items that arise when discussions take place.
A quote for a new parish website was presented to the Councillors, it was suggested that the quote seemed very cheap for the service and further investigation was needed.
11. New Matters
A member of the public asked about the possibility of a parish   newsletter similar to the one distributed monthly in Rowney Green, it was suggested this would improve community spirit

The Chairman commented that delivering a newsletter by hand can be troublesome, a network of delivery was suggested.
A proposal of money towards a new sound system for the Village Hall was discussed (approx £3500). The chairman agreed this could be a consideration, however it would be preferable to spend the money on other areas of the village, as previous funds had been donated to the Village Hall.
Cllr Hall passed on timetables for flexibus, this service does not have fixed bus stops and residents can flag the bus down at any point along the route. It was noted that the timetable was possibly out of date. Action: The Chairman agreed to contact Flexibus to request a new copy and would display this on both the parish noticeboard and bus stop.
Cllr Barry commented that the Parish Council had lost an experienced councillor and a co opted councillor. Don Cooke has expressed an interest. Cllr Barry proposed Don Cooke become a co opted councillor, this motion was seconded by Cllr Hall. All councillors were in agreement. Don was formally welcomed to the Parish Council. Don was advised to sign in at the next meeting and the clerk will add him to the circulation list.
12. Finance 
There is currently a delay in the changeover of the Clerks details on the Parish bank account so a current balance couldn’t be presented.

The above payments were proposed by The Chairman and seconded by Cllr Hall.
The Precept was discussed, it was agreed that the Parish would require the same amount of £11100 as no allowances had reduced. The Chairman agreed to forward detailed copies of the Parish accounts to all councillors as the figures given by the clerk appeared to be incorrect.
The Chairman requested that any further spending proposals should be presented to him. A possibility was new welcome to Beoley signs. There is also the possibility of funds being spent on the village hall. Cllr Merrell asked about the location of a surplus of funds from the War Memorial. Action: Chairman to confirm the location of the War Memorial surplus.
