Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting of Broome Parish Council held on Wednesday 3rd May, 2017 at 7:30pm at Broome Village Hall

1. Welcome:- The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2. Apologies:- District Councillor Ian Hardiman and Diana Pheysey apologised for not being present.
Those present were:- Cllr Don Billington (Chairman), Cllr. Mark Billingham (Vice-chairman), Cllr Nicola Speakman, Cllr Sherida Breeden, Cllr Michael Clark, Cllr. Warren Edwards and Cllr. Nick Norton.
Also, present were Mr Marcus Hart (clerk), PCSO 40189 R. Ruston and PCSO 40207 Catherine Palmer, District Councillor Stephen Williams and David Pheysey.
3. Minutes of the Meeting Held on 4th May, 2016:-These were agreed as a true and accurate record and signed with no amendments.
4. Matters Arising:- None.
5. Chairman’s Annual Report:- The Chairman presented his report and read this out to the meeting. 
6. Broome United Charities - Update and annual report read by Mr. David Pheysey on behalf of his wife Mrs. Diana Pheysey:-
The last trustee meeting was held on 5th December, 2016, where all 3 trustees were present, Rev. Paul Harrison, Diana Pheysey and Nicola Speakman. This year for the fourth time in a row the hampers were ordered on line from Sainsbury’s. There were also plants and biscuits distributed. 
Eleven beneficiaries received the hampers and the Cyclamen which were distributed by all trustees on 21st December, 2016 at a total cost of £149.44.
The income for the year ending 28.02.17 was £148.86 (Interest), and £0.94 (Deposit Interest), totalling £149.80.
The expenditure was £149.44 and there was an excess of income over of expenditure of 0.36p and the balance sheet is £192.68 as at 28th February, 2017. 

A copy of the income and expenditure, balance sheet and annual report was handed to MJH to be placed with the minutes. 
7. Tree Warden:- 
There was a brief discussion about this matter and WE undertook to enquire with WCC if this role could be combined with the footpaths warden.
8. To receive a report from the PC representative on the Chaddesley Education Foundation:-

David Pheysey reported as follows:-

Chaddesley Corbett Education Foundation continues to support the Chaddesley School with financial grants to enhance the education offering provided by the School.
The Department of Education has offered the School a grant of £160,000+ VAT towards the provision of a new classroom (nursery) provided it is finished by November 2017. The trust has supported this application with an offer of up to £60,000. Modular options are currently being considered with a cost of £175,000 to £240,000. Nursery education will feed pupils into the main school, which in turn allows the school to maintain its numbers of pupils from which government funds are provided.

There is also ongoing education and training grants provided to 25 applicants within the Ancient Parish, (2 applicants are from Broome Parish) each receiving £500 this year. Due to better advertising the numbers of applications is rising each year.

The property portfolio of the trust has ongoing improvements and repairs and continues to provide the trust with an income.

Since the sale of the former school site funds have been placed in a capital investment portfolio, which has provided both capital growth as well as income for the trust.

The Old Grammer School building situated next to the churchyard on the old school site was retained by the trust for community use, but refurbishment costs and a lack of clear end user to provide an income, has made it necessary to investigate other options. If a financially viable use is not forthcoming in the next few months, then planning may be sought for residential conversion. It is proposed to then be rented out by the trust.  

There was a brief discussion regarding the eligibility should new houses be built in the area of the ancient Parish and the clekr advised that it was his considered opinion that they would be as they would be in the geographic boundary.
