Apologies: Cllr D Chambers and Cllr C Grove
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed sports facility.    
Election of Chairman: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded by Mrs Faiers and resolved that Mrs. Beard be re-elected Chairman. 

Election of Vice-Chairman: It was proposed by Mrs Beard, seconded by Mr Steel and resolved that Mr.Wedd be re-elected as Vice-Chairman.

Election of Officers:  It was proposed by Mrs Beard, seconded by Mrs Carver and resolved that:
Footpaths Officer Mrs Carver should remain the Parish Footpaths Officer. 

Vicarage Green: Mr. Wedd would retain responsibility for Vicarage Green matters assisted by Mr Johnson.

Allotments: Mr Steel would be responsible for allotment matters. 

Hallow Charity:  Mrs Faiers would represent the Parish Council.

Village Hall Committee: Mr Stuart Beard would represent the Parish Council.

Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs. Faiers and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 3rd April 2017, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s report: No report.

District Councillors’ report: Cllr Godwin reported that the development of the business plan was going well with the key areas being employment and tourism. There was a serious issue with staff retention in planning services which may require a special case to be made for higher salaries. Another key area was the reduction of costs through joint working. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 3rd April 2017:  
Vicarage Green: There was concern that litter was being spread by birds because the bins around vicarage green had no tops. The clerk to obtain replacements. Mr Wedd reported that following an inspection some work was needed on the play equipment. The Old Vicarage hedge requires cutting back, the clerk to write to the owners. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: A complaint had been received about a gap in the hedge by the PROW in Sling Lane, Mrs Carver to investigate.
Highways: Mr Johnson reported on the information he had obtained concerning the extent of the speeding problem and how best to deal with it. It was agreed that Superintendent Purcell, Rod Reynolds and Cllr Phil Grove should be invited to a meeting to determine how road safety in the village could be improved. It was agreed that the speeding issue would be included in the village newsletter. There was concern about the number of vehicles over 7.5tonnes using Bell Lane. This will be monitored.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were fully occupied and that there had been no water leaks. 
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report
Defibrillators: The defibrillator boxes have been installed and the defibrillators will be fitted shortly. It will then be necessary to advise the ambulance service of the key codes.

Village Hall: No report.
Broadheath Common: The goalposts have not been removed, the clerk to ask Mr Skeys when the work will be completed.
Suspension of standing orders: Mr Glossop had circulated a paper about the current position with regard to the closure of the post office / stores. 180 people had expressed concerns about losing the facilities in a survey. The parish council had applied for the stores to be declared an asset of community value and this was being considered by the district council. Notice of the “temporary closure” of the post office had been received. There was then discussion about the possible alternative locations including the village hall, a “portacabin” next to the village hall and the church. It was agreed that the clerk should write to Colin Barrett asking him to keep the shop open until alternative provision could be made.

Update on proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: Mr Wedd reported that pre application advice had been received which had been passed on to the architects for inclusion.

To consider the request by West Mercia Police to use the phone box as a community hub: It was agreed that the phone box should be used by the police as a hub.

To consider the notice from the Post Office of the “Branch Temporary Closure”: see “suspension of standing orders”
