Here are the comments of the Parish Council.

Planning Application 17/00169/FUL – Zourka Church Lane Broadwas WR6 5NQ

The Parish Council considered this application at its meeting on 13 March 2017 and resolved to recommend that it should be refused for the following reasons:-
• The site is not within or adjacent to the settlement boundary for Broadwas as defined in the South Worcestershire  Development Plan.
• The site is within the historic core of the village and the scale and height of the proposed dwellings would have an overbearing influence on the nearby historic assets including St Mary Magdalene church and Stone Farm.
• This property lies immediately to the west of the site fronting the A44 that has recently been the subject of a planning appeal which was rejected (MHDC reference 16/00415/OUT). The Parish Council considers that a number of the reasons for rejection as set out in the inspector’s report also apply to the subject property. In particular, the Parish Council notes the inspector’s statement that under Policy SWDP 6 “development proposals should conserve and enhance heritage assets”. The Parish Council does not consider that the subject application complies with that policy.
Bearing in mind that the application includes the creation of a new vehicular access on to Church Lane and also the proximity of the Grade ll* Listed St Mary Magdalene church, the Parish Council is surprised that the list of consultees shown on the MHDC website does not include Worcestershire County Council Highways Department or Historic England and suggests that these omissions should be remedied before the application is determined.
The Parish Council also understands that the Zourka site has the benefit of a live planning consent for “alterations and extensions to the existing single storey dwelling” under MHDC reference 10/00101 HOU and is of the opinion that that consent takes better account of the setting of the property than the subject application.
If, notwithstanding the comments above, MHDC approves the subject application, the Parish Council requests that stringent conditions should be included to ensure that the existing screening of the site from the A44 and from Church Lane by way of trees and hedge rows should be maintained.
