Note 1. The plans were discussed and the comments made by local residents noted. It was 
recommended that the application be refused on the following grounds:


- The building is not in keeping with the character of the location. It is not sympathetic to the local 
vernacular of buildings along Chapel Lane. It was noted that the building would be visible from the 
road and there was particular concern about the appearance of the corrugated roof.


- There is insufficient information on provisions for surface and foul water drainage. These need to be 
clarified.

- A more suitable position on the site should be considered. The current location, adjacent to the road 
frontage along Chapel Lane, is very close to neighbouring properties and is more likely to have an 
adverse impact on local residents.


- Residents have already raised concerns regarding light pollution from the existing site and it is felt that 
a further development in the chosen position would exacerbate the problem.

- There is no Design and Access statement or Ecology statement provided with the application.


- Concern that the large number of vehicles parking at the site will mean it is difficult for vehicles to 
turn. It was suggested that the installation of a turning area immediately in front of the entrance gates be 
considered.

Letter regarding road safety at the Stocks Lane/A4103 junction

A letter from Mr Scott concerning safety at the turning from Stocks Lane onto the A4103 was read out 
and discussed. It was agreed that it is difficult for drivers approaching the junction from Stocks Lane to 
see vehicles approaching on the bend until they are at the give way sign, by which time they may have 
already committed to pulling out onto the main road. Possible improvements were suggested, including 
replacing Give Way signage with Stop signage at the junction, and WCC purchasing a small area of 
land by the roadside to improve the sightline along the A4103 – which could possibly be funded from 
the local county councillor’s individual budget. Mr Seymour agreed to contact David Jew at WCC 
Highways to progress the matter.
