Unnamed Lane from Plough Inn to A442 – Clear headwalls/outfalls, clear grips, clear leaves from side of carriageway.

Cursley Lane/Heath Lane – Clear gully tops.

Stanklyn Lane – Side out footway, clear two outfalls, clear grips.
