The PC agreed to send an objection to the latest chicken farm application two major concerns are smell and pollution.

Naunton Beauchamp is situated downwind of the farm and 3 sheds of chickens roaming about will inevitably create smell.
Pollution of Piddle brook by waste materials – even though waste materials are to be collected from the sheds it would be impossible to collect all the waste material produced in the fields which will seep down to the brook which will be particularly harmful if the chickens are being treated with antibiotics and are carrying campylobacter.
