It was emphasized that emergency vehicles and farm vehicles could not proceed along the lane. Jimmy Lowe from Gypsy Services did come out to the site and was told by people at the site that they would be moving on Thursday. They moved on Saturday leaving numerous black bags of rubbish and other fly tipped waste, on Monday Fly tipping services were contacted. The bags have now been removed and the waste materials from the ditch, there is still some rubbish and hedge cuttings, the County Councillor Rob Adams and District Councillor Linda Robinson have both been informed.
