Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs. Faiers and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 6th March 2017, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 6th March 2017:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that the football goal nets were in need of replacement and there was some repair needed to the goal frame. It was proposed Mr Bass, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that Mr Wedd should purchase a set of replacement goal nets.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Paths were generally in good condition.
Highways: Mr Johnson reported following the meeting with WCC /Safety Camera Partnership. Proposals include village gates and 30 mph roundels painted on the carriageway. A decision would be made once evidence on the effectiveness of these measures had been produced. Mr Johnson had produced a draft letter which would be sent to the chief constable asking for the community speed watch scheme to be introduced in the village.

Mr Wedd reported that traffic volumes in Hallow Lane had not increased although there was an issue with speeding early mornings. 
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were generally in good condition. 
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report
Defibrillators: The defibrillator will be installed on the village hall within a week and Mr Wedd will check on progress with the Bell Inn.

Village Hall: The hall committee treasurer advised that the loan of £7,000 for work on the heating system would be repaid in full. The loan was much appreciated and the improvements had be successful.
Broadheath Common: It was agreed that the clerk should ask Mr Skeys to remove the goal posts from the common as they are in a potentially dangerous condition.
