Apologies: Mr. R. Bass, Mr S Beard, Mrs. A. Carver, Mrs J Davison, Mrs M. Warfield, Mr. M Wattis and Cllr D Godwin
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Beard declared a non-pecuniary interest in the proposed sports facility.         

County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Grove reported that a Steve Stewart has been appointed interim chief executive from 30th June. Cllr Alan Amos is responsible for highways. Cllr Grove advised that he had been appointed police and crime commissioner community ambassador for West Mercia police.
District Councillors’ Report: Cllr Chambers reported that the emphasis of the council would be on economic growth, affordable housing training and apprenticeships. 
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs. Faiers and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 8th May 2017, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 8th May 2017:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that the recent safety inspection had identified some repairs needed to the play equipment which would be put in hand.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: In her absence Mrs Carver reported that paths are very overgrown in places but quite passable. The broken stile at the end of Sling Lane has been tidied up and should be replaced shortly.
Highways: Superintendent Purcell, who had spoken prior to the meeting, had agreed to take up the issue of the cut off speed for the operation of community speed watch. The clerk to invite John Fraser (WCC Highways) and Rod Reynolds (Safer Roads Partnership) to attend a parish council meeting to discuss how to address the issue of traffic speeds. John Fraser would also be asked to consider providing a “Stop” sign at the Bell Lane / Martley Road junction.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that an allotment holder had been attacked by dog. No further action would be taken. However tenants would be reminded that dogs are not permitted on the allotments unless kept on a lead at all times and kept off other tenants plots
Anti-Social Behaviour: There was an issue of substance abuse on the allotment field.
Defibrillators: The defibrillator has been installed on the village hall and should soon be installed at the Bell Inn. The clerk to arrange some defibrillator training.
Village Hall: Mrs Beard reported that the kitchen had been re-fitted.
Broadheath Common: The goal posts on the common have been removed.
Suspension of Standing Orders: Mr Glossop updated the meeting about the current position with the alternative provision for the village shop. Sites near the village hall and in the Bell Inn car park had been considered. A mobile post office was currently in the Bell Inn car park 3 mornings a week. The parish council supports the group’s efforts to provide an alternative shop.

Update on proposals for sports facilities / MUGA: Mr Wedd reported that work was continuing to address the issues raised in the pre planning application advice.

1* There is concern that additional residential  use will require increased parking provision which is not available on site. The parish council also supports the comments made by Mr Maitland, “The proposed change of use does not accord with Policy SWDP 10 of the South Worcestershire Development Plan, section I, relating to a change of use of a village shop. No evidence in support of the change of use in accordance with this policy and Annex F to the plan has been submitted with the application.   The proposed change of use does not accord with Policy SWDP 37 of the Plan and the criteria set out in section B of the policy relating to the loss of community facilities. 3)The community implications of the proposed change of use cannot be adequately assessed through the Prior Notification Procedure. Due to the potential negative impact on the community and the designation of Lower Broadheath as a category 1 village within the Development Plan, a full application is required and should be considered

by committee and not be delegated to officers.4) The application is premature in advance of a decision on the application for designation of the shop as a Community Asset.

In determining the application, in view of the impact of the loss of the community shop and

Post Office on the local community and on the categorisation of Lower Broadheath in the

SWDP as a Category 1 village suitable for development, MHDC should take into account part

M.2 (1)(d) of the GPDO Order 2015 relating to the desirability of the current facility changing

use. In so doing it should request additional information from the applicant in relation to

policies SWDP 10 and 37 and annex F of the Development Plan. The information attached to

the current application is inadequate to allow an assessment to be made on the desirability

or otherwise of the change of use applied for.”
